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THE ROLE OF MOTIVATION
IN THE DISCOURSE COMPETENCE DEVELOPING

Abstract. The paper focuses on the key aspects of motivation and its role in the discourse
competence developing. It highlights the results of the research of the essence of the notions
«motivation» and different approaches to classification of the motives.

Considering the growth of international relations between Ukraine and other nations and
the extended interest towards today's growing technology and science throughout the world,
learning English language as an international language has found a greater importance. Thus
especially sharply problem of forming the discourse competence at future translators which
must become a coherent link between Ukraine and international concord. During enough long
period of development of method as science, to discursive jurisdiction was not spared sufficient
attention. Discourse competence, that includes ways of organization the text information, meth-
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ods of communication and genre-structural elements of language, is the diagnostic instrument
of the development level of linguistic person. Its special value in development of linguistic per-
son is conditioned by the look on discourse as on realization in the language of the personal val-
ues, that represent the personal necessity of self-expression and provide necessary motivation
of intercourse. Motivation has been widely accepted by both teachers and researchers as one of
the key factors that influence the rate and success of second/foreign language learning. The
original impetus in second language motivation research comes from the social psychology since
learning the language of another community simply cannot be separated from the learners’so-
cial dispositions towards the speech community in question.

Motivation refers to the intensity of one's impetus to learn. An integrative orientation sim-
ply means the learner is pursuing a second language for social and/or cultural purposes, and
within that purpose, a learner could be driven by a high level of motivation or a low level. Like-
wise, in an instrumental orientation, learners are studying a language in order to further a ca-
reer or academic goal. The intensity or motivation of a learner to attain that goal could be high
or low. Motivation is conceptualized to subsume three components, motivational intensity, de-
sire to learn the language, and an attitude towards the act of learning the language. Motivation
is hypothesized to have a direct effect on second language achievement and is itself purportedly
influenced by a number of other social-psychological variables. Educational psychology has
identified two basic classifications of motivation — intrinsic and extrinsic. Intrinsic motivation
arises from a desire to learn a topic due to its inherent interests, for self-fulfillment, enjoyment
and to achieve a mastery of the subject. On the other hand, extrinsic motivation is motivation
to perform and succeed for the sake of accomplishing a specific result or outcome. Students who
are very grade-oriented are extrinsically motivated, whereas students who seem to truly em-
brace their work and take a genuine interest in it are intrinsically motivated. Furthermore, it was
also found that students’ attitudes towards learning and motivation, and the design of learning
situations, are key factors in the attainment of desirable higher educational goals such as the
ability to judge, use, and develop knowledge.
