Abstract. Economic rivalry, economic expansion, economic exploitation, economic sanc-
tions, and economic wars are areas of economic power use. Economic rivalry can take form of
economic aggression or can be in a passive form within normal competition under free market
economy. Economic expansion marks the result of economic power use specifically in economic
area. Economic exploitation means redistribution of income from weaker countries to stronger
ones. In a broad sense economic sanctions are specific instruments of using economic power to
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reach various goals of a country, in a narrow sense they are economic instruments to punish the
target countries for their violation of law. Economic war marks an active economic rivalry with
use of severe economic measures, which usually beyond the normal practice of international
economic interaction between countries.
