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Abstract. The African continent has traditionally been considered as Europe's ‘backyard’.
The Africa — EU partnership framework was established at the Africa — EU Summit in Cairo in
2000. In 2005 the European Commission issued a renovated EU Strategy for Africa aimed to es-
tablish a Euro-African pact to accelerate Africa’s development. Since then a considerable change
has taken place on both continents, which challenge the way Africa and Europe perceive each
other. On 29™ June 2016 the African Union Commission and the EU signed the third phase of
the African Union Support Programme.

The goals of the EU — AU strategic partnership relations envisage a wide range of priori-
ties in different areas including enhanced political dialogue, development assistance, joint man-
agement and joint responsibility, security cooperation, regulation of migrations, promotion of
trans-regional projects etc. The joint EU— AU documents strengthen upon bilateral cooperation
in addressing global issues, distributing burdens, mutual accountability, solidarity and mutual
trust, equality and justice, respect for international law and agreements, gender equality and
non-discrimination. However the actual results of interaction in such priority areas as peace and
security, democracy, good governance and human rights, sustainable and inclusive develop-
ment, economic growth, human development and continental integration remain rather low.
Thus the European political experts often speculate on the ineffectiveness of the EU’s concept
of normative power and external governance attempts in relation to the African states.

Modes of EU partnerships. In its external activities the European Union widely uses such
a tool as strategic partnership relations with the leading countries and multilateral organizations.
Development of strategic partnerships was envisaged by the European Security Strategy, adopted
in 2003. Among the objectives and guidelines this document mentioned the EU’s strategic part-
nership with the US and Russia and anticipated the establishment of such formats of coopera-
tion with Japan, China, Canada, India and several other countries and integration communities
that share goals and values of the EU and are ready to act in their support.

At first, the strategic partnership format envisaged modernization of relations with a vari-
ety of important actors which previously were based on cooperation agreements between these
countries and the European Community. The 2008 review of ‘European Security Strategy’ sug-
gested that bilateralism is compatible with multilateralism. The document clarified that strate-
gic partnership was developed specifically in the pursuit of effective multilateral objective, and
parallel to (inter-)regionalism. It has defined Brazil and South African Republic as the EU strate-
gic partners and declared the importance to develop relations of the EU with the countries of
Latin America, Africa, ASEAN, SAARC and Central Asia.

The latest EU documents mentioned 10 countries (Brazil, Canada, China, India, Mexico,
Japan, South Korea, Russia, South Africa and the United States) as the strategic partners to-
gether with the African Union, the Community of Latin American and Caribbean States (in Span-
ish: Comunidad de Estados Latinoamericanos y Caribefios, CELAC) and NATO. The
institutional forms of strategic partnership relations between the EU and Russia were suspended
in spring 2014.

The EU has traditionally paid close attention to relations with Africa. Some EU countries,
especially France and Britain, retain their own infrastructure of bilateral relations with the most
of their former colonies. However, along with bilateral formats of relations, the multilateral di-
alogue between the EU and Africa is considered to be one of the leading directions of the com-
mon foreign policy of the EU as an international actor. At present the main organizational format
of relations is the multilateral interinstitutional dialogue of the EU with the African Union (AU).

The most of contemporary research on the EU — African relations explore a comparative
analysis of traditional interests and normative power elements in the external policies of the Eu-
ropean Union. Different versions of this approach are noticeable in the books and papers by M.
Brosig (Brosig, 2011), M. Farrell (Farrell, 2005), J. Orbie (Orbie, 2009), S. Scheipers & D. Si-
curelli (Scheipers and Sicurelli, 2008; Sicurelli, 2013), U. Staeger (Staeger, 2016) and other Eu-
ropean scholars.

Another significant dimension of research interests is related with the development policy
and the EU’s external action (Farrell, 2010; Olsen, 2013; Orbie and Carbone, 2016; Smith,
2013).

Specific reflections of the EU’s trade policy and growing competition between the EU and
China have also become a constant matter of analysis by the political scientists in the EU mem-
ber states and the U.S. (Damro, 2012; Grauls and Stahl, 2010; Meunier and Nicolaidis, 2006;
Sbragia, 2010; Stahl, 2011).

This article focuses on the tasks, principles and contents of strategic partnership relations es-
tablished between the EU and the African Union.

Key research ideas. The process of implementation of the EU’s foreign policy organiza-
tionally divides the African countries into two macro-regional groups — the Sub-Saharan and
South Mediterranean. Comparatively more attention is paid to the Mediterranean countries. The
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countries of Southern Mediterranean which are considered to be the EU’s neighbours are cov-
ered by the European Neighbourhood Policy programs with a separate budget.

The European institutions interact through different forms of dialogue with the African coun-
tries, e.g. (1) relations within the partnership agreement between the African, Caribbean and Pa-
cific (ACP) Group of States and the European Community and its Member States (the Cotonou
Agreement, concluded for the period of up to 2020); (2) intercontinental multilateral interaction
in the form of partnership between the EU and the AU, which is designated as strategic; (3) bi-
lateral cooperation under the Agreement on Development and Cooperation between the Repub-
lic of South Africa and the European Community and its Member States.

Since 2000 the EU launched a practice of holding joint summits with the African countries,
which have been held on a regular basis since 2007. The EU recognised the African Union as
an important institutional partner and a ‘natural counterpart’ for continental issues. The recog-
nition of the AU’s institutional role should facilitate the implementation of common EU strat-
egy in relations with the African states. The EU governing institutions laid expectations on the
AU’s coordinating function in the implementation of joint programs, including the allocation and
the use of funds. In order to ensure direct contacts the EU opened its representation at the AU
headquarters in Addis Ababa and expressed its consent to “support the strengthening of the in-
stitutional ability of the AU to interact with the EU and other international partners” (4 Joint
Africa — EU Strategy, 2007: 22).

The European governing institutions use different political tools in relations with the de-
veloping countries. The Cotonou Agreement (2000) with 79 ACP states is considered to be the
most general format. This dimension of EU foreign activities is funded by the European Devel-
opment Fund (EDF), which is intergovernmental in nature and remains outside the EU budget,
despite the fact that most of its resources are managed by the European Commission.

Meanwhile, the European institutions formulate and adopt special regional strategies. As
far as Africa is concerned, the Joint Africa — EU Strategy (JAES) signed in Lisbon in Decem-
ber 2007 serves as a regional political instrument between the EU, the African Union and its 54
member states. The objectives of the Joint Africa — EU Strategy interpret the task of relations in
a broader sense than cooperation with a view to promote development. JAES claims that inter-
continental partnership “will be based on the Euro-African consensus on values, common in-
terests and common strategic objectives. This partnership should strive to bridge the gap in the
levels of development between Africa and Europe by strengthening economic cooperation and
promoting sustainable development on both continents, living side by side in peace, security,
prosperity, solidarity and human dignity” (4 Joint Africa — EU Strategy, 2007: 2).

The “enhanced political dialogue, joint management and joint responsibility” should be used
as the main instruments of partnership. They should ensure bilateral collaboration and cooper-
ation in addressing global issues, distributing burdens (expenses), mutual accountability, soli-
darity and mutual trust, equality and justice, overall safety and security of the person, respect for
international law and agreements, gender equality and non-discrimination and, not at the least,
the focus on the long-term approach (4 Joint Africa — EU Strategy, 2007: 2).

The joint EU — AU documents declared intentions to step up relations in such areas such as
trade, regulation of global issues including migrations and climate changes, promotion of African
countries in finding “trans-regional and continental responses” to today’s important problems and
tasks. The most important topics of the bilateral dialogue include peace and security. In addition,
there is a growing attention to the socio-economic aspects. It includes the creation of jobs in the
legal sector of the African economies and the development of partnerships, oriented on people’s
interests, including ensuring a wider participation of African and European citizens in it.
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The Joint Africa— EU Strategy outlined four strategic priorities that reveal the goals of part-
nership. They include:

a) “Peace and Security”, which envisage strengthening peace and security architecture of the
African continent. Under this service line since 2004 the EU has allocated more than € 1.1 bil-
lion to the African Peace Facility. This funding provides financial assistance to various peace-
keeping operations in Africa, including the African Union mission in Somalia (AMISOM) and
the African-Led International Support Mission in Mali (AFISMA), launched in the first half of
2013 (A Joint Africa — EU Strategy, 2007: 5-7).

b) “Democratic Governance and Human Rights.” The AU— EU dialogue on these issues
began in 2008 within a separate platform. Up to early 2014 the EU and the AU held 10 rounds
of dialogue on human rights dealing with peace and security, position of women and children in
conflicts, election observations, execution of death penalty, rights of migrants, business law,
human rights and fight against impunity (4 Joint Africa — EU Strategy, 2007: 8-10).

c¢) “Trade and Regional Integration”. This dimension touches upon the dialogue between
the EU and the AU on the issues of regional economic integration. Under this area the EU ren-
ders assistance through its EU — Africa Infrastructure Trust Fund. The EU-Africa Infrastructure
Partnership has to promote interconnectivity of African infrastructure at all levels. Cooperation
between the EU-Africa Infrastructure Trust Fund and the Pan-African Infrastructure Develop-
ment Fund was initiated to support interconnectivity across the continent and its different regions
and tackle the issue of delivery of infrastructure services (4 Joint Africa — EU Strategy, 2007:
10-12, 18).

d) “Key Development Issues” envisage the achievement of sustainable economic growth
and equitable social development according to the African regional priorities formulated at the
summits and conferences on the implementation of the UN Millennium Development Goals
(‘MDGs’). They relate to reducing poverty and hunger, universal primary education, providing
the population with clean drinking water, increasing life expectancy etc. However, despite some
progress the envisaged goals were not achieved until their review in 2015 — 2016 (4 Joint Africa
— EU Strategy, 2007: 13-21).

Most of economic issues (except trade and integration) and all the issues of socio-economic
and humanitarian character are attributed to the dimension of “Key Development Issues.” They
contain a number of thematic blocks such as development cooperation, human and social de-
velopment, gender equality, environmental sustainability and climate change, migration and de-
velopment, agriculture and food security, infrastructure, water supply and sanitation, energy,
development of knowledge-based societies, cultural cooperation and development of commu-
nication.

A separate unit “Energy” is dedicated to the access to energy resources and its sustainable
management. It envisages improved access to services providing a reliable, secure, affordable
and sustainable energy for consumers on both continents. In 2010 the first high-level meeting
on this occasion determined the political objectives for the period until 2020, including the sup-
ply of 100 million consumers in Africa with modern sustainable energy.

Environmental cooperation should be based on common agenda on climate change, deser-
tification and political support for the initiatives supporting environmental policy in Africa.

In relations with the AU the European institutions regard the issues of “Migration, mobil-
ity and employment” as one of their top priorities. The European executive bodies agreed to
support the African Institute for remittances, which should promote African public and private
subjects in using more effective remittances as an important means of promoting development.
This type of partnership also envisages supporting ‘Nyerere program’ which promotes the de-
velopment of human resources in Africa by providing academic mobility.
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The “Science, Information society and Space” dimension determines the EU — pan-African
political dialogue on science, technology and innovation. Activities in this direction stated in
2011. The European Commission launched support for programs of research grants to the African
Union and opened access for African researchers to the EU 7" Framework Programme for Re-
search and Technological Development (FP7).

Touching the issues of human and social development the partners promised to turn atten-
tion at the problems of employment and social protection in particular, the shortage of employ-
ment opportunities, promotion of decent work in Africa with priority being given to creating
productive jobs in the formal (i.e. legal) economy, improving poor living and working conditions
in line with the UN decent work agenda and integrating the informal economy into the formal
one. The AU and the EU intended to develop “technology of employment” and to adapt infra-
structure to the creation of jobs for both skilled and unskilled Africans. It was promised to pro-
mote investment in the private sector, taking into account, in particular, the employment of youth
and women in the service sector (4 Joint Africa — EU Strategy, 2007: 14).

The AU and the EU recognized the necessity to improve communications at the level of in-
stitutions, non-governmental organizations and citizens and more effectively promote social and
cultural values of the European and African nations. In this regard, the AU and the EU expressed
their intention to promote more accurate images of each other, and fight negative stereotypes,
xenophobia and racism. This should be achieved through enhanced exchanges and contacts of
non-state actors, including trade unions, professional associations, the private sector, media,
schools, universities, research and cultural institutions, and sport clubs and associations, in-
cluding through support for twinning arrangements between civil society organizations (4 Joint
Africa — EU Strategy, 2007: 20-21; Ramet, 2016).

The general management and coordination of partnerships within the main thematic di-
mensions is determined by the three-year plans, which have been implemented since 2008, as
well as through the joint solutions adopted by summits and annual joint meetings of the Euro-
pean Commission and the African Union Commission.

According to the OECD data, the African countries are the recipients of more than a half of
the volume of EU international aid. The main bulk of funds for international development are
being transferred through the European Development Fund, tied to the Cotonou Agreement with
the ACP states. The tenth budget of the Fund (2008 —2013) which is formed separately from the
common EU budget amounted to €22.7 billion. In June 2013 the joint ACP — EU Council of
Ministers agreed upon a financial package for 2014 — 2020 with the amount of €31.5 billion. The
most of these funds will be supplied through the eleventh budget of the European Development
Fund which accounts for €29.1 billion. It includes €24.3 billion for national and regional pro-
grams, €3.6 billion for intra-ACP cooperation and €1.1 billion for the ACP Investment Facility,
run by the European Investment Bank (Ramet, 2016).

Since December 2011 the implementation of JAES was supported by the Development Co-
operation Instrument (DCI). The DCI budget for 2014 — 2020 allocates €845 million to the Pan-
African Programme (PANAF), which was created to fund the JAES and continental and
transcontinental activities. Unlike the European Development Fund (EDF), the financing of the
Development Cooperation Instrument is carried out from the EU regular seven-year budget.
Other financial instruments which cover Africa include the European Neighbourhood Instru-
ment for North Africa, DCI thematic instruments (Global Public Goods and Challenges and
Civil Society and Local Authorities), and the European Instrument for Democracy and Human
Rights (EIDHR).

In 2004 the European Commission set up the African Peace Facility as a special fund for the
financing of conflict prevention, management and resolution activities in Africa. The EU is the
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main donor of the budget of AU’s peacekeeping operations which is for 90% financed from the
external sources. The EU supports African Standby Force and promotes the improvement of
their training. French and African peacekeeping units perform their functions in Mali and the
Central African Republic.

The fourth EU-Africa summit (Brussels, 2 — 3 April 2014) adopted a political declaration
by heads of state and government and a results-oriented roadmap for 2014 —2017. The roadmap
refocused the initial eight thematic partnerships around five priority areas: (i) peace and secu-
rity; (i1) democracy, good governance and human rights; (iii) human development; (iv) sustain-
able and inclusive development and growth and continental integration; (v) global and emerging
issues. In this new cooperation framework, science, technology and innovation were recognised
as a cross-cutting issue, in view of their contribution to the attainment of all other socio-economic
development objectives.

In addition to the joint political declaration the summit adopted a separate declaration on mi-
gration and mobility, which contains a detailed action plan to combat illegal immigration and
human trafficking. Among the main tasks the declaration mentioned the intention to improve the
international protection of migrants, promote better organization of legal migration and pay
more attention to the interconnection between migration and development (EU — Africa Decla-
ration, 2014). In the context of the migration crisis in the EU in 2014 — 2015 this topic became
a dominant issue in the EU — Africa relations.

The EU foreign policy agenda considers migration issues as the first priority issue, especially
with the North African countries and Turkey. The countries of North Africa act both as a source
and one of the main routes of transit of illegal migrants and refugees. Turkey is mostly consid-
ered as a major transit country for the Balkan route of illegal immigration to the EU. However,
the immigrants from Sub-Saharan Africa comprise a significant part of illegal and economic
migrants to the EU.

The European institutions consider their main task in the regulation of migration counter-
ing the penetration of illegal or irregular migrants and preventing mass migration waves caused
by social problems, climate and natural disasters and armed conflicts. The European institutions
declared that the regulation of migration and prevention of mass immigration flows would be
correlated with the rendering foreign assistance to the African states. Nevertheless, the general
results of the efforts of the European Commission and the European External Action Service in
this area look apparently abortive.

In economic relations with the Sub-Saharan countries the European Commission focuses on
signing new economic partnership agreements. The Cotonou agreement between the EU and 79
ACEP states is considered to be the basis for negotiations. It envisages a phased transition to the
new trade regime in order to create a system based on the principles of reciprocity instead of uni-
lateral trade preferences which contradict the WTO rules.

Negotiations on the new economic partnership agreements with the countries of the Eco-
nomic Community of West African States (ECOWAS) and four countries of South African De-
velopment Community (SADC) have already been completed. The signing of the agreement
between the EU and Botswana, Lesotho, Swaziland and Mozambique took place on June 10,
2016. Interim economic agreements of a new type were also concluded with some other states
(Bierbrauer, 2016).

The EU relations with South Africa, Nigeria, Cote d’Ivoire, Cameroon, Morocco and Tunisia
are considered to be the most successful. EU relations with South Africa, a SADC member, are
based on a separate basis. According to the Agreement on trade, development and cooperation
(1999) the EU and South Africa abolished 95% and 85% of customs tariffs respectively.
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In 2014 Africa accounted for around 9% of both the imports to the EU-28 and the exports
from the EU-28. This was far below Asia, which stood for 43% of the imports value to the EU-
28 and about a third of the exports value. Northern America only accounted for 14% of the im-
ports to the EU-28 but was the destination for 21% of the exports. In 2013 and 2014 the value
of EU-28 imports from Africa decreased. It fell by 11% in 2013 and by another 8% from 2013
to 2014, reaching a lower value in 2014 than prior to the economic crisis (The European Union
and the African Union, 2015: 18).

Conclusions. Recent trends in the EU relations with the African states reveal a number of
significant features and contradictions:

* The EU recognized the AU as a leading partner in the intercontinental dialogue on key
issues, including the political dialogue, promotion of development, democratic control, transit
of migration, the maintenance of peace and security etc. By the scope of problems and the num-
ber of interactive formats EU-AU strategic partnership is a unique example in the world prac-
tice.

* The EU initiated a revision of trade relations with the African countries. This process in-
cludes negotiations, signing and application of the new economic partnership agreements with
African subregional organizations or separate countries. These new agreements should be based
on the WTO principles. Although the EU intends to preserve some trade preferences for the 49
poorest African countries, including quota-free and duty-free access of their products to the Eu-
ropean market.

* The EU remains the main external sponsor of African countries, financing programs for
development promotion and trying to correlate their socio-economic development. However,
attempts to link the distribution of economic aid with migration control have not yet produce suf-
ficient positive results. The most of African governments are still unable either to ensure the
rapid growth of living standards, or to prevent the leakage of immigrants along the main transit
roots to the EU.

* Anominal list of forms of political coordination in the African Union accedes the other
regional political and economic communities, including the ASEAN, the Arab League, Merco-
sur, the Organization of American States, and South Asian Association for Regional Coopera-
tion. However, except for peacekeeping operations, which prevent the spread of conflicts, the
effectiveness of AU institutions in the most of areas remains low, thus limiting prospects for ef-
fective cooperation with the EU.

» Differences in the economic interests of external players, including the USA, the EU
and China lead to a competition of impacts that affect the exacerbation of political struggle and
cause violent change of power in some countries.

Abstract. The article examines the position of the governments of Central Asian states upon
the Crimea annexation by Russia in 2014. It as well analyses top challenges and threats to the
region s security within the framework of Russia s expansive policy. Basic instruments of influ-
ence of Russia and China on Central Asia in early XXIst century have been investigated. For
Russia, the levers of influence have been represented by military bases located in three out of
five countries of the region, as well as weapon transfers to support the states’ armies and the
Russian-speaking minorities residing in Central Asia. In its turn, China strengthened its posi-
tions in the region throughout importing oil and gas resources, raising investments and pro-
posing profitable economic collaboration. It is determined that the events of 2014 shall have
notable impact on the balance of powers in the region of Central Asia. In particular, Russia'§ de-
sire to spread its influence on its traditional sphere of interests, i.e. on Central Asia, resulted in
deepening cooperation between Central Asia and basic Russian competitors — China and the
US4, as well as in developing Central Asia’s collaboration with the North Atlantic Alliance.
Thus, China has laid a course for driving Russia out of the Central Asian market of oil and gas,
and region s cooperation with the USA and NATO has been enhanced.

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Abstract. The article analyzes the controversial issues of the relationship between leader-
ship and hegemony in international relations, especially in the context of geostrategy of the in-
formal neo-empires. Ideally, leadership of the certain actor means that other actors voluntarily
accept its proposed values, norms and rules, recognize its authority to implement a policy for
the realization of common goals. Hegemony is the dominance of a particular actor (hegemon)
over other actors, establishing his controls over them, imposing its political, economic and cul-
tural values. Hegemony in international relations is carried out usually covertly and often pre-
sented as a leadership. Leadership and hegemony are possible at various levels of the
geopolitical organization in the world. We treat leadership and hegemony as mechanisms of im-
plementation of a geostrategy of powerful actors of international relations, particularly of in-
formal neo-empires. Each of the contemporary informal neo-empires develops and implements
geostrategy, aimed at ensuring its hegemony, usually covert, within a certain geospace and re-
alizes it as a means of a both “hard” and “soft” power. The USA, which is the main “center”
of the Western macro-empire, trys to maintain its world leadership, and at the same time secure
a covert hegemony over the strategically important regions of the world. The EU is a neo-im-
perial alliance and has geostrategy of “soft” hegemony. Russia opposes the hegemony of the
West and advocates the formation of a multipolar world order with the “balance of power”.
The RF carries in the international arena neo-imperial geostrategy in the international arena
directed to increase its role in the world and ensure its hegemony in the post-Soviet space.

Current problems. The processes of international co-operation in various fields among the
states develop rapidly in contemporary world.

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who seek to expand its sphere of influence. Therefore there is a problem of qualifying the mod-
ern geostrategy and geopolitical status of actor such as Russia. At this stage we should expect
changes in the US geostrategy in the global arena and in some regions. The imperial discourse
still remains popular now in political science on international relations. The determination of the
nature of leadership and hegemony in the international affairs serves as the relevant scientific-
theoretical and applied problem.

Purpose of the article — the identification the value of leadership and hegemony in the in-
ternational relations in the context of the modern geopolitics of the informal neo-empires — the
Western macro-empire and Russia.

Analysis of the latest publications. The issues of leadership, hegemony and contemporary
empires retains considerable popularity in the Western science. We can point out the works of
such scholars as Z. Brzezinski, N. Ferguson, D. Friedheim, J. Ikenberry, R. Kagan, R. Keohane,
J. Mearsheimer, H Munkler, D. Nexon, J. Nye, N. Parker, A. Wendt, J. Wiener and others. Among
the Russian scientists should be mentioned the following researchers: E. Batalov, A. Bogaturov,
A. Bogdanov, S. Kaspe, T. Shakleina, D. Temnikov and others. In Ukraine, the mentioned prob-
lems were investigated by M. Doroshko, E. Kaminski, B. Kantselyaruk, V. Kopiika, D. Lak-
ishyk, E. Makarenko, I. Pogorska, M. Ryzhkov and others. Despite solid scientific achievements,
the numerous theoretical and applied aspects remain controversial and insufficiently clarified.

Important research results. The essence of leadership in the international relations has
been and remains the subject of the lively debate in the scientific community. In the broader
context this leadership in the international arena should serve as a legitimate mechanism for the
regulation of relations among actors, based on the norms of international law. Ideally, leadership
can be interpreted as a system of governance in international relations when a certain set of ac-
tors willingly give one of them the right to exercise certain powers on behalf of all them. The
leader has the greatest potential, authority and applies mostly in its policy the tools of “soft
power”. The rest of the mentioned actors voluntarily accept together the values, norms and rules
proposed by the leader, recognize its authority to implement a policy of common goals. It is
clear that a “democratic” leader should implement policies in the international arena, based on
the norms of international law. Leadership can also be “collective”. Under the known approach
of J. Ikenberry “leadership is the use of power” and means the ability of one actor directly or in-
directly shape the interests and influence upon the other [Zkenberry, 1996: 388]. Thus, leader-
ship can be undemocratic (even authoritarian) when a powerful actor, based on an authority and
potential imposes its norms and values on other actors.

Hegemony has a long history in the international relations. The hegemon traditionally had
overwhelming power, which allowed him to dominate over other actors. This hegemony of the
powerful actor could promote almost independent, peaceful and stable development of the de-
pendent countries which maintained loyalty to the hegemon and if necessary took part in its
projects, such as aggressive campaigns. Hegemony in the historical past was one of the most ef-
fective means of ensuring stability in the international arena. It is clear that the institution of the
hegemony has never been perfect, and stability is relative.

The power of the hegemon can manifest itself in political dictatorship, economic domina-
tion, planting in dependent countries its political and cultural values etc. In most cases it is con-
firmed that “hegemony is necessarily coercive and based on the exercise of power” [Lake, 1993:
469]. At the hegemonic system the state-hegemon has enough power and will to protect the
basic rules governing the international relations [Keohane, Nye, 1989: 44]. Ideally a certain bal-
ance between the responsibility of the hegemon and the consent of other actors with its politi-
cal supremacy are achieved, and this could lead to the stabilization of the international system
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as a whole. This conception of “hegemonic stability” justified the hegemonic policy and gave
to hegemon carte blanche to use force for the “common good”.

“Coercive” hegemony in international relations causes a well-deserved criticism in many
cases. In return, “benevolent” and “liberal” hegemony provides weaker actors with stronger pro-
tection of their safety and often brings them the economic benefits. The hegemon, in exchange
for political loyalty from its dependent countries do not interfere in their internal affairs with-
out a pressing need. The concept of “institutional hegemony”, known since the 1980s, has not
lost its relevance and provides, in particular, a significant strengthening of the role of institutions
of international cooperation. In regional studies scientists productively use for analytical and
predictive intelligence the concepts of “consensual” and “cooperative” hegemony.

Hegemony and leadership have much in common, which is reflected in the works of G. Ar-
righi, Z. Brzezinski, Ch. Krauthammer and others. For example, hegemony can be positioned as
a “system leadership” in which the predominant group expresses the common interests of par-
ticipants in the system [Arrighi, Silver, 1999: 26]. The conception of “hegemonic leadership”
served for a long time to justify the expansionist geostrategy of powerful states on the world
stage. It contained even justification of imperial policy of state-leader [ Wiener, 1995: 233].

During applied research of international relations it is quite difficult to find the line between,
for example, the policy of “soft hegemony” and that of “rigid leadership”. Still, for an adequate
analysis of certain geopolitical actors we distinguish between leadership and hegemony on the
basis of the criteria of application of security tools that are inherent to the former.

It should be noted that “global leadership” and “global hegemony” can arise as ideal claims
of the most powerful actors in international relations. In rare cases, the impact of a particular
actor can cover very large areas of the Earth. Other powerful actors can either obey the leader
(or the hegemon) or resist it. In many cases, the leadership (and hegemony) actually applies
within the macro-, meso- or subregions of the world. At the regional level the ambitious con-
tender for the leadership (and especially hegemony) often encounters resistance on the part of
competitors. It should be noted that the sphere of influence of some powerful leader (or hege-
mon) may spread to the individual actors and their groups from different regions of the world.
In this case, it acts as a transregional leader (or a hegemon).

In the second half of the XX century the interest of researchers to imperial issues concerned
mainly the study of historical aspects of origin, development and decay of empires. The revival
of the imperial discourse in science took place at the end of XX — beginning of XXI century,
when there was a transformation of the world order and there was a need for an adequate inter-
pretation of very large geopolitical systems not only of the past but of the present as well. Em-
pires have been built primarily on the basis of the power factor in the past — “imperial domination
... 1s a necessary result of relations between powerful and weak states” [Doyle, 1986: 28]. The
interpretation of empire as a hierarchical system was proposed by G. Lundestad: “empire sim-
ply means a hierarchical system of political relationships which one power being much stronger
than any other” [Lundestad, 1990: 37]. For contemporary research remains topical the wording
of M. Doyle: “Empire ... is a relationship, formal or informal, in which one state controls the ef-
fective political sovereignty of another political society” [Doyle, 1986: 45].

Author of this paper is an adherent of the neo-imperial conception, according to which in
the modern world new polities emerge — neo-empires, whose role increasingly grows. Neo-em-
pires differ from the classical empires primarily by their informal nature. They essentially are
“structures of transnational political authority that combine an egalitarian principle of de jure
sovereignty with a hierarchical principle of de facto control” [ Wendt, Friedheim, 1995: 695]. In
our view, neo-empire is a supranational polity in which the “center” is combined with diverse
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actors using differentiated leadership, hegemonic or imperial relations. These relations are based
on certain ideological principles and are implemented in the political, military, economic, cul-
tural and other spheres. Thus, a concept of neo-empire combines traditional idea of empire (with
its geopolitics), hegemony and leadership.

Neo-empire as a geospatial political system has a hierarchical-network structure. Ideally
neo-imperial “center” should be presented by especially powerful state. At the international
level, the network structure of neo-empire beside the “center” includes its allies in respect to
whom it is a leader. Hidden hegemony of the “center” in relation to the allies is quite possible.
Neo-empires have not rigid hierarchical organization. Classic “periphery” largely withdraws to
the past. Some Western states still have small dependent countries and territories. Imperial hi-
erarchy may also manifest itself through the relationship between “center” and satellite countries
(“patron” and its “clients”). In neo-empire non-state actors play an important role and the most
powerful of them have widely branched networks in the world. Thus, neo-empires are formed
as a result of close cooperation between powerful states with large network actors.

We think that the Western macro-empire (informal union of Western states) actually exists
as a neo-imperial polity. Modern Russia as the “centre” develops neo-empire in the post-Soviet
space. We can assume that China wants to create a kind of neo-imperial transregional system on
the geoeconomic foundation. India is appropriate to be considered as a potential neo-imperial
“center”. Thus, our analysis concerns neo-empires of the West and that of Russia.

Currently, none of the Western states and even Russia are not marking their imperial ambi-
tions. The concept of empire traditionally causes negative connotations in many countries.
Hypocrisy traditionally serves as an essential attribute of international relations. Nowadays the
leading actors especially persistently manifest officially their commitment to high ideals, prin-
ciples and norms of international law. Analysis of neo-imperial geostrategy of actors provides
material to identify the essential features and real interests of actors in the international arena.

Geostrategy is a set of key goals, objectives, directions, principles and policy tools of the
actor in the world as a whole, in certain regions and toward particular countries. It involves the
elaboration of general plans for government actions, determination of means and methods of
implementation of policies in the international arena. Provision of own safety, combined with
the protection of “vital interests” are the main incentives for the elaboration of a geostrategy by
the neo-imperial “centers”. It turns out that the areas of “vital interests” of neo-empire are lo-
cated even in the remote regions of the world, while security protection can be interpreted as the
right to aggression against a sovereign state.

Foremost, geostrategy of a neo-empire can be expansionary. It was a main feature of clas-
sic empires. Contemporary neo-imperial expansion is targeted primarily at establishing hege-
mony (usually hidden) in a certain geospace. “Defensive” geostrategy is also quite common,
and strategic defense can be both active and passive. For example, active defense is embodied
in “containment” geostrategy against a powerful competitor. Under the expansion of the pow-
erful enemy a neo-empire can use even “retreatful” geostrategy. Costs of expansion may be ex-
cessive, while the results are not attainable. In this situation, neo-empires resorted to a strategic
retreat in order to retain its hegemony hidden. Combinations of different types of geostrategy are
possible.

It is advisable to distinguish the following levels of geostrategy of actors in geographical
space: world (global); macroregional; mesoregional (simply regional); subregional. Especially
powerful actors can perform a transregional geostrategy. The content of neo-imperial geostrat-
egy must be comprehensive in nature and involve the use of interrelated political, military, eco-
nomic, informational and other means.
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To achieve its geostrategic goals the “centers” use such traditional tools of imperial geopol-
itics as military intervention, direct political pressure, intimidation, economic blockade, etc.,
that means “hard power”. However, they prefer the wide application of “soft power” to provide
voluntary adoption by other countries of their ideals, values, norms, rules etc. Ideally geostrat-
egy of neo-empires should be based on “smart power”, which involves the rational application
of “hard power” and “soft power” means. In modern conditions neo-empires actively use indi-
rect means of action through network of their “agents of influence” in the political, economic,
cultural and information spheres of life of the countries of the world. Informal neo-empire can
manifest itself in the international arena both as a leader and as a hegemon. In addition, it is able
to conduct itself as a traditional empire as well. If necessary, neo-empire can dynamically change
its certain “roles” in the international arena.

Neo-imperial geostrategy of “center” is of a differentiated character, in particular: in rela-
tion to valuable allies it implements projects of mostly equal cooperation (hegemony is carefully
masked); on smaller allies “center” imposes its “rules”; against weak states, it allows himself to
violate their sovereignty and to change their political regimes; against the opponents even mil-
itary force can be applied. Neo-imperial “center” actively forms alliances under its covert hege-
mony, it makes the allies to share the costs of joint projects, stimulate their participation in the
fight against its enemies.

The Western macro-empire has a very sophisticated geospatial structure. Its main “center”
(the leader and the covert hegemon) are the United States: “... the center of the empire of the West
— America, although empire is not confined in America” [Kacns, 2007: 275]. Another “center”
is the EU, which in turn is a neo-imperial polycentric formation. Macro-empire of the West also
includes Norway, Iceland, Switzerland, European micro-states, Canada, Australia, New Zealand,
Israel. In general, the model of “group leadership” for the West seems to be perfect as it involves
consensus among Western powers in politics in the world. The West has many foreign allies,
which include, for example, Japan, South Korea, Taiwan etc. North Atlantic Alliance is the lead-
ing military and political structure of the macro-empire. Therefore, as a member of NATO,
Turkey can also be considered as a strategic ally of the West, though it has its own geopolitical
interests.

We consider that the head of the Western macro-empire are “centers of decision-making”
(CDM), both state and non-governmental, including multinational. As a result of their interac-
tion the power over the Western world is realized, and from them informally depend a large part
of the world. According to the “network theory of power” of M. Castells, some actors (“pro-
grammers’’) adopt strategic decisions about networking while others (“switchers”) — provide
network management [Castells, 2011: 777]. Some major “programmers” (CDM) have their own
geopolitical interests, between them competition can occur in different areas, but relations of co-
operation prevail, though co-operation is not always constructive.

Informal neo-empire of the West has many attractive features for many non-Western coun-
tries and peoples. Under the growing instability in international relations neo-empire may ap-
pear to the weak countries of the world as a guarantor of peace, security and order, because:
“Empire in its ideal form — ordered space of law and justice, social space that occurs to oppose
chaos, lawlessness and arbitrariness” [Kacns, 2007: 280]. Therefore, claims of the Western
macro-empire to hegemony, even use of its military forces could be seen as a defense of free-
dom and security globally.

During the Cold War the world order is defined as bipolar confrontation between the capi-
talist West (with US hegemony) and the socialist East (with the hegemony of the USSR). For
Western European countries hegemony of the US was needed for their defense against the “So-
viet threat” which was not illusory. Except NATO allies informal hegemony of the US spread
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to many countries. However, France (especially during President Ch. de Gaulle) was not part of
the scope of the US hegemonic influence and tried to play an independent geopolitical role in
the world. The hegemony of the United States (and the West in general) or that of the Soviet
Union did not extend to China, India and some other countries. Therefore J. Nye subsequently
offered to qualify the US role in the Cold War as a “half-hegemony” [13].

After the victory of the West in the Cold War and the “Desert Storm” the USA turned out
on top of the world power. “New World Order” meant the formation of unipolar world with a
sole hegemony of the US. During the presidency of B. Clinton the US committed geostrategy
of the “engagement and enlargement”, which essentially meant the expansion of American hege-
mony in the world. In these circumstances, the imperial discourse has become quite popular
among scientists, politicians and publicists. Z. Brzezinski even formulated the essence and main
objectives of imperial geostrategy of the USA in the world. He proposed to use for that the ex-
perience of the Roman Empire [Brzezinski, 1997: 39-40]. After September 11,2001 the US con-
sidered the international terrorism as the main threat to themselves and the world. Under these
conditions, President G. Bush Jr. called to restore in foreign policy the legacy of H. Truman and
R. Reagan [Puoickos, 2011: 7] and began to implement interventionism in the US strategy in the
world. In 2003 the United States, along with allies made an intervention in Iraq on the basis of
neo-imperial doctrine of “preemptive war”. They gained a quick military victory, but their coali-
tion was unable to ensure peace and security in that country. “New imperialism” of the US met
resistance on the part of even some NATO allies.

Attempts by the US to ensure its sole hegemony in the world led to excessive expenditure
of resources. Much of the American society has a negative attitude to the imperial foreign pol-
icy of the US. Even the comparatively judicious conceptions of “benevolent empire” and “em-
pire by invitation”, was subjected to harsh criticism in the US and other countries. Obviously,
the US needed a more flexible geostrategy. Even before his election as president, B. Obama for-
mulated in 2007 the credo of foreign policy: “The mission of the United States is to provide
global leadership grounded in the understanding that the world shares a common security and a
common humanity” [14]. This line of foreign policy was officially conducted during both ca-
dences B. Obama in the White House. At this time the US tried to carry out its geostrategy of
world leadership based on the growth of military power, economic competitiveness, active par-
ticipation in international political processes on a global scale [22]. It is noteworthy that the
United States in November 2013 formally renounced odious Monroe Doctrine and declared pri-
ority an equal partnership with all the countries of the Latin America and the Caribbean. R.
Haass offered to identify the US role in the world as “global preeminence” [6]. But informally,
geostrategy of the US was actually aimed at preserving its liberal hegemony in many regions of
the world.

Conceptual framework and strategic directions of the US foreign policy were defined in its
National Security Strategy of 2015. The main idea of the Strategy is US leadership in the world:
“America must lead. Strong and sustained American leadership is essential to a rules-based in-
ternational order” [1]. The basis of its leadership should remain power factor: “We will lead
with strength” [1]. The Strategy notes that the United States reserves the right to unilateral ac-
tion on the international scene when there are threats to their “core interests”, although they pre-
fer to mobilize other countries to collective actions [1]. In relations with China, as the main
competitor, the current US geostrategy directed at its “containment” and simultaneous “en-
gagement”.

It is expected that US leadership has to undergo a significant transformation soon. The US
geostrategy, aimed at providing global leadership (with a hidden hegemony), was very expen-
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sive. However, its antipode — geostrategy of “neo-isolationism”, according to experts, can lead
to deepening of problems in the US economy and growth of threats to its national security.
Geostrategy of “offshore balancing” is imagined as a “happy medium”. According to it, the US
should abandon its “ambitious efforts” to transform society in other countries and focus on such
key directions as preservation of its dominance in the Western Hemisphere as well as to coun-
teract potential hegemons in Europe, North-East Asia and the Persian Gulf [12]. Successful im-
plementation of this geostrategy will enable the US to ensure its covert hegemony in very
important regions of the world.

Application the potential of “soft power” has created an opportunity for the US to become
a political and even moral leader for many countries. However, a categorical position: “Ameri-
can leadership is a global force for good” [1] — raises serious doubts. Moral leadership is often
converted in American politics in moral hegemony — planting their moral standards and values.
Some countries of the world are dissatisfied with the fact that the US and its allies took the mo-
nopoly on the use of “hard power”, especially the armed force. However, many experts have ex-
pressed well-founded fear that without the American leadership in the world the chaos will
prevail. According to J. Nye, “the era of US primacy is not over, it is set to change in important
ways” [13]. The support by the US of its global leadership and preservation of the current world
order will remain in the future as core of their foreign policy strategy [21].

The second main “center” of the West is the European Union, which has democratic “neo-
imperial” supranational authorities. Effectiveness of the current EU model is inadequate, many
problems arise in relations between the member states. Among them the leading countries are
distinguished that have the greatest political and economic influence in the European model of
“group leadership”. European values, norms and rules are very attractive to the population of
post-socialist countries. In the accession process the candidate countries actually voluntarily
recognize hegemony of the EU, and eventually they incorporate the neo-imperial structures of
the Union. It is particularly important that: “the EU’s ‘imperial® instruments are chiefly eco-
nomic and bureaucratic rather than military and political. Its territorial acquisitions take place
by invitation rather than conquest” [Zielonka, 2008: 475]. It should be noted that the “norma-
tive power” of the EU plays a crucial role in the institutional transformation of the candidate
countries [Manners, 2002: 235-8]. The “Eastern Partnership”, launched in 2009, was an impor-
tant component of “buffer” geostrategy of the EU towards Russia. In contemporary conditions
the association with the EU means that in the country “soft” hegemony of the Union’s institu-
tions is set on.

Nowadays, the need for informal macro-empire is caused primarily by threats to the West-
ern countries on the part of transnational extremist actors. Contemporary neo-imperial geostrat-
egy of the West in the Middle East countries is characterized as insufficiently effective. Among
Western countries (and their DMC), there are many contradictions, and it reveals, especially in
the debates on draft of the Transatlantic Trade and Investment Partnership (TTIP). However,
the need for implementation of geostrategy of “containment” toward Russia contributes now to
the consolidation of the Western macro-empire. Economic sanctions imposed by the West against
Russia, are very effective means of “hard power”. Military and political structures of NATO
have been strengthened and expanded due to geopolitical confrontation with Russia.

In the Cold War, the Soviet Union (which Reagan called the “evil empire”) was quite spe-
cific empire. At its “periphery”, particularly in the Central Europe, it sometimes used coercive
power tools (according to the “Brezhnev doctrine’). Moreover, the Soviet Union was the leader
for the countries of “socialist orientation” (trying to play the role of latent hegemon) and sought
to expand its sphere of informal influence in the world. The destruction of the “socialist camp”
and the Soviet Union led to the disappearance of that empire on the international arena. In 1990s
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geopolitics of the Russian Federation distributed in a very small space compare with the former
Soviet Union.

In the early 2000s the regime of “sovereign democracy” was set in Russia with the person-
ified higher power. In fact, the main DMC (the Kremlin) took control of all public authorities,
as well as strategic branches of economy, cultural and information space of Russia. During this
period, some of the Russia’s “right” politicians have proposed the concept of “liberal empire”
that has long been known in the West. The development of the RF as a “liberal empire” provided
its economic expansion primarily in the post-Soviet countries, active co-operation with the West-
ern countries, the respect for international law [24]. Russia implemented the geostrategy di-
rected at partnership with the West, strengthening of its influence in the world, transformation
into “energy superpower”. The government of the RF recognized the de facto leadership of the
West in the world and it wanted yet to get for itself a regional hegemony in the post-Soviet
space. However hegemonic geopolitics of Russia led to resistance in the partner countries. The
“pro-western” political forces came to power in Georgia and Ukraine as a result of “color rev-
olutions”. NATO’s eastward expansion was seen by the Kremlin as a threat to national security
of the RF [18]. The EU enlargement to the East meant the invasion the field of “vital interests”
of Russia as well. Under these conditions, the Kremlin has de facto abandoned the “liberal”
principles, introduced neo-imperial geostrategy and used means of “hard power” to secure hege-
mony in the post-Soviet space. Russia’s war with Georgia in August 2008 can be regarded as im-
perial. Soon the US strategy of “reset” gave the RF an opportunity to strengthen its hegemony
in the post-Soviet countries [Jopowrxo, 2012: 101].

At the global level geostrategy of Russia is targeted to increase its role in the world, creat-
ing a “balance of power” to curb the US hegemony. Russia develops a strategic partnership with
China, initiates enhanced cooperation within BRICS, SCO and other organizations. In the 2015-
2016 years Russia has used its armed forces in the Syrian conflict on the side of B. Assad gov-
ernment. Obviously, Russia is seeking to establish hegemony on Syria and increase its influence
in the Middle East.

In the post-Soviet space Russia’s geostrategy is directed at creating of informal neo-empire,
for it the most suitable name is “Eurasian”. The Russian government cultivates a specific (and
very eclectic) ideology and takes steps to root it in the public consciousness. Eurasian Economic
Union (EAEU), established in 2015, is to become the geoeconomic foundation of the neo-em-
pire. In the former USSR, Russia together with its allies formed a political-military structure —
the Collective Security Treaty Organization (CSTO), where Russia plays a leading role and aims
to become an informal hegemon. But the Kremlin’s attempts to implement even the hidden hege-
mony cause the resistance on the part of the ruling elites in the post-Soviet sovereign countries.

Contemporary Russian geostrategy essentially provides for the use of military force for an-
nexation of territories in other countries. In 2014 Russia informally occupied and soon annexed
the Crimea and started latent expansion in the Donbass region of Ukraine. The imperial geostrat-
egy of Russia is manifested in the creation and support of the small “satellites” that are de-
pendent on it in virtually all spheres. Officially, Russia recognized Abkhazia and South Ossetia
as sovereign states and signed international agreements with them on cooperation in various
spheres. However, Russia does not officially recognize Transnistria, Donetsk People’s Repub-
lic (DPR) and Lugansk People’s Republic (LPR), but keeps them under imperial control. Thus,
the current geostrategy of Russia is de facto hegemonic and involves the use of imperial meth-
ods for control over individual countries and territories.

Conclusions. Legitimate leadership in international affairs is essential for their progressive
development. However, leadership of powerful actors often means their covert hegemony in the
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international arena. Informal neo-empires may appear as the main actors of the future world
order.

Geostrategy of neo-empires actually aims to expand or maintain their spheres of influence.
It is of differentiated character and can provide gaining of leadership or hegemony in respect of
certain countries or regions. The neo-empires use a wide variety of “hard power” and “soft
power” means. Contemporary neo-imperial geostrategy also involves creating of alliances and
ensuring their efficient operation.

The Western macro-empire (led by the US) remains a leader for many countries of the mod-
ern world. Leadership of the West is a political, economic, ideological, moral and cultural, but
in all these spheres leadership is often a covert hegemony. In the short term the US will remain
the main leader of the world and its geostrategy is aimed at ensuring hegemony in the regions,
where it has “vital interests”. Today the Western macro-empire has been consolidating by the
fight against terrorism and confrontation with Russia.

At the global level, Russia seeks to play the role of one of several leaders — the “poles” of
the world. Russia’s geostrategy in the post-Soviet space aims to achieve its informal hegemony
with respect to the partner countries. Contemporary geostrategy of Russia involves the applica-
tion of the imperial means, become clearly evident in its expansionism of 2014-2016 years.
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Abstract. The article covers the issue of specific breaches of international law provisions
owed to Ukraine by Russia. The article also examines problems in the application of interna-
tional law by Russia. In the course of the Russian aggression against Ukraine, the former is
carrying out the military occupation of the Crimean peninsula and parts of Donetsk and Luhansk
regions and prosecutes Ukrainian citizens (Nadiya Savchenko, Oleh Sentsov, Oleksandr
Kolchenko, Hennadii Afanasyev, Yurii Soloshenko and others) in violation of international law.
Both Russian executives and doctrine attempt to substantiate the cases against Ukrainian citi-
zens, however, their arguments suffer both legal and factual problems. An illustrative in this re-
gard is Savchenko's case, which has become important Russian propaganda tool to help
reinforce the accusations of the “atrocities committed by the Kyiv junta”. The analyses shows
that Savchenko case could have been used to complete different tasks — starting from lifting the
sanctions imposed against the Russian Federation and finishing with increasing the number of
Russian volunteers in the war against Ukraine.

Also, Russia has prosecuted Oleh Sentsov who has been charged with creating a terrorist
group and committing two acts of terrorism.

One of the most untenable legal arguments of the Russian Federation is a qualification of
the aggression as a non-international armed conflict. In this regard, Russian authorities and
doctrine insist on Russia’s not being bound or entitled to apply the rules of international armed
conflicts laid down in the Geneva Convention relative to the Treatment of Prisoners of War (I11)
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to Savchenko. At the same time, a considerable amount of data speaks for an aggressive war the
Armed Forces of the Russian Federation launched against Ukraine in Donetsk and Luhansk re-
gions. The Russian Federation has also grossly violated the norms of international humanitar-
ian law and international human rights law.

The current problem. The various aspects of the research topic are covered by author’s
monographs “International law in the relations between Ukraine and the Russian Federation”,
“The violations by the aggressive war waged by the Russian Federation against Ukraine of the
fundamental principles of international law”, “The origin of international personality of
Ukraine”, “The annexation of Crimea is an international crime”, “The international law doc-
trine of the Russian Federation following the annexation of Crimea”. Also, representatives of
global international legal doctrine, who have analyzed the violations of international law in re-
spect of Ukraine by the Russian Federation, include Peter Ackerman, Maciej Bartowski, Anton
Bebler, Chris Borgen, Michael Bothe, Daniel Wisehart, Marc Weller, Jure Vidmar, Shelagh Whit-
ley, Christian Walter, and others. Among domestic scholars, who have considered this phenom-
enon are Volodymyr Butkevych, O’ha Butkevych, Viktor Brekhunenko, Volodymyr Vasylenko,
Oleksiy Volovych, Bohdan Halaichuk, Mykola Hnatovskyy, Volodymyr Holovchenko,
Volodymyr Horbulin, Pavlo Hrytsak, Yaroslav Dashkevych, and others.

The aim of the article is to analyze the violations of the Russian Federation of norms of in-
ternational humanitarian law and international human rights law in the course of its war of ag-
gression against Ukraine.

The important research results. An important component of the Russian war of aggres-
sion against Ukraine is the detention, arrest and imprisonment of Ukrainians on the occupied ter-
ritories of Ukraine (Crimea, parts of Donetsk and Luhansk regions). This refers to Nadiya
Savchenko, Oleh Sentsov, Oleksandr Kolchenko, Hennadii Afanasyev, Yurii Soloshenko and
others. Nadiya Savchenko, a volunteer of Aidar Batallion [42], and an officer of the Ukrainian
Armed Forces, was captured by militants on 18 June 2014 in the vicinity of Luhansk and handed
over to the Russian authorities who put her in prison and opened a criminal case against her for
alleged “involvement in the death of Russian journalists Thor Kornelyuk and Anton Voloshin”
[44].

On 7 July 2015, the charges against Savchenko were upgraded to “the murder of two Russ-
ian journalists in Donbas, not of complicity in this crime” [54].

Under the version of the Russian Federation Investigative Committee (‘IC”), “Savchenko,
being an officer of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, on 17 June 2014 conducted covert surveil-
lance and correction of artillery fire on the site in the area of Metalist village of Slavyanoserbsk
region (Luhansk oblast’) shelling at the “LDR militia’s” roadblock, where Russian journalists
were. As a result of the shelling two Russians were killed” [66]. In March 2016, the Donetsk city
court of the Rostov region found Savchenko guilty and sentenced her to 22 years in prison [67].
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The charges against Savchenko are widely discredited given the circumstances of the case,
including those which the IC has focused on. Inconsistencies inherent in the versions of the
Russian government and the Russian media and can be seen in particular from how they de-
scribe the circumstances of Savchenko’s detention. In July 2014, a Russian state-controlled NTV
channel (“Gazprom-Media”, a unit of Gazprom, owns it) [43] informed that Savchenko had
been detained by “militia” and handed over to the Russian authorities [Shishkin, 2014].

However, later the Russian Federation has denied that Savchenko was detained in the terri-
tory of Ukraine, claiming that she had illegally crossed the Ukrainian-Russian border, to find her-
self in the territory of the Russian Federation “no later than 23 June 2014”. On 9 July 2014, the
Investigative Committee of the Russian Federation stated: “... With regard to the arrest of
Savchenko, then, as it turned out, that under the guise of a refugee and without any ID she had
crossed the border into Russia. She was purportedly stopped by a patrol in a residential area and
detained for identification purposes. Later, it transpired that Savchenko was a suspect in a crim-
inal case on charges of involvement in the killing of Russian journalists” [72].

On 23 July 2015, the official representative of the Russian IC Markin pointed out that “There
is a theory that we have allegedly abducted Savchenko from somewhere. In fact, everything is
very banal. She crossed the border of the Russian Federation, which is rather nominal I must
admit. For a long time she was in the Voronezh region ... The investigation has the testimony of
the two drivers, who gave her a ride; she lived in the hotel for quite a while ... Moreover, we have
her handwritten statement addressing the Federal Migratory Service with a request to provide
her with a document confirming the identity” [66].

Notwithstanding the above statements, during Savchenko’s “trial” in the Rostov region the
prosecution did not explain what had made her cross the border and settle in one of the hotels
on the territory of the Russian Federation; how this fits with the status of refugee, with which
Savchenko allegedly crossed the border; what she was going to do in the Russian Federation etc.

Naturally, they have nothing to say because these versions are absurd. The point is that the
Russian investigation itself stuck to the version that Savchenko committed the crime deliberately.
If to follow this logic, the alleged criminal, instead of staying low in the territory controlled by
the Ukrainian authorities, went to Russia, where she had never been before, taking an awful
chance of detention by Russian law enforcement agencies, which allegedly eventually happened.
At the same time, Savchenko was wearing the Ukrainian military uniform, while “voluntarily
staying in the territory of the Russian Federation”.

Their arguments suffer from other inconsistencies as well. For example, according to the In-
vestigative Committee of the Russian Federation, presented during the “trial”, Savchenko was
adjusting artillery fire near the village of Stukalova Balka. However, during the trial the repre-
sentatives of the RF IC clarified that she was doing it alone, with a bullet through her hand,
climbed onto a smooth steel tube towers unaided, in the rear of the militants, and then she got
round them on the other side and was captured. Then the militants, without any reason, released
Savchenko [/Ipycenkosa, 2016].

The arguments of investigation look frankly unconvincing, even if we admit that the mate-
rials, on which they were based, deserve full confidence. On 6 July 2015, Vladimir Markin said,
“Investigators calmly led the case to its logical ending, having collected the necessary body of
evidence. I can only name the main ones. In the first place, it is the data of a forensic expert ex-
amination, which confirmed that Savchenko could have corrected the shell fire near the village
of Metalist. Secondly, the results of a ballistic inquiry of shell fragments pulled out of the vic-
tims’ bodies, confirming that it was a shell from D-30 howitzers. And thirdly, there are
Savchenko’s handwritten records and a detailed map of the area indicating her role in the mili-
tary actions [73].

We draw attention to the fact that the opportunity to commit a crime and committing it — are
completely different things, the results of ballistic tests do not indicate that Savchenko was in-
volved in the murder of Kornelyuk and Voloshin. In addition, the materials of the case show
that handwritten notes have not been confirmed as those of Savchenko and maps relate not to
the village of Metalist but to the Ukrainian checkpoint near Vesela Hora, located 10 kilometres
away [74].

The prosecution has ignored the fact that Savchenko was captured by the “militias” one
hour before the journalists’ deaths [62]. This is evidenced by billing data, i.e. information from
the “defendant’s” and Russian journalists’ phones, connected to their location [43ap, 2016].
However, the court refused to place the alibi defence of Savchenko on file (the billings are sim-
ply excluded from the file) and refused to examine the video with Savchenko’s staying in cap-
tivity, which would allow to determine the time by shadows and establish whether she was in
captivity during the shelling. The court in its decision for some reason and without any elabo-
ration pointed out that attempts to determine the time of detention by using video were unten-
able.

In addition, Kornelyuk and Voloshin entered the territory of Ukraine illegally, worked with-
out accreditation, and were in military fatigues, with no protection and no media identification
signs [[orcannonaoosa, 2014], respectively, neither Savchenko, nor other participants of hostil-
ities could, without any prior notice, identify them as journalists. The prosecution has not con-
firmed that Savchenko was aware of their presence in the territory.

Thus, none of the principal arguments of the prosecution, as the representatives of the in-
vestigation themselves put it, are validated.

The findings of the judgment that “Savchenko’s guilt is confirmed by the testimony of wit-
nesses, the court sees no contradictions in them; militia battalion “Zaria” has no reason to tar
character Savchenko” are inconclusive [Hsaxuenxo, 2014]. However, the failure of these find-
ings is more than clear because we are talking about the representatives of the opposing party
to an armed conflict, which is already more than sufficient reason for slander.

It is revealing that all of these contradictions have hardly been awarded the attention of the
Russian law doctrine; the same applies to Savchenko case in general (the Russian information
cover has basically been allotted to representatives of the investigation), although some of the
studies deserve special consideration. The state and state-controlled media, in turn, reproduce the
official position, adding “shocking details”, namely, the “membership in the battalion known for
looting and violence”, that Savchenko’s “hunger strikes” are nothing else but a gimmick to at-
tract public attention” [73], “the involvement of Savchenko in the torture of the priest” [Pe-
mecno, 2015], “Savchenko’s idea to sell the organs of prisoners” [barouna, 2014] and the like.
The analysis of the above studies suggests that this case was an important Russian propaganda
tool to help reinforce the accusations of the “atrocities committed by the Kyiv junta” that have
been used and are used for a variety of tasks - from lifting the sanctions imposed against the
Russian Federation, to increasing the number of Russian volunteers in the war against Ukraine.

As aresult, the survey carried out by VIsIOM in Russia in March 2016, indicated that 45%
of respondents believed that “Savchenko is an extreme nationalist who hates Russia”, 18% of
respondents expressed the view that “she is just a soldier on duty”, 6% saw her as “a victim of
circumstances”. Every second respondent noted that Savchenko should be in prison for as long
as the court decides; nobody, not even the president, should interfere with her destiny. Every third
suggested that she should be exchanged for Russian citizens imprisoned in Ukraine. Sociologists
have noted that Russians are roughly divided into two equal groups: one supports the court’s de-
cision, and the second seldom watches TV and does not follow the events [Bapcezos, 2016].
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In order to qualify the actions of the Russian Federation and the legal status of Savchenko
after her capture in the territory of Ukraine, it is necessary to establish how to qualify the con-
flict and related events. Are we dealing with an international armed conflict or non-international
armed conflict? Russian investigators and authors of studies consider the detention of Savchenko
to be lawful, qualify the situation as non-international armed conflict, and the crimes imputed
to her - the murder of civilians — citizens of the Russian Federation fall under the jurisdiction of
the Russian Federation.

For example, Oleh Denisov puts this position in the following words: “International law
knows two main types of armed conflicts - international armed conflicts and non-international
armed conflicts.

The conflict in Donbas for obvious reasons is a non-international armed conflict, as hostil-
ities occur between governmental armed forces and non-governmental armed groups, where
such groups are under a certain command structure, have the capacity to sustain military oper-
ations and exercise control over a part of its territory...”.

By the way, in an internal armed conflict between the government on the one hand and
armed insurgent groups on the other the latter may be qualified as a “belligerent party” if they
are self-organized and are responsible for the behaviour of their bodies, and established their au-
thority on the part of the territory of a state. If the state of belligerency is recognized than cer-
tain participants in an armed conflict are insulated from prosecution and are entitled to prisoner
of war (‘POW’) status.

However, Ukraine is in no hurry to officially recognize the belligerency of Donetsk People’s
Republic (‘DPR’) and Luhansk People’s Republic (‘LPR’) and hasn’t ceased prosecution of cer-
tain arrested insurgents for “terrorism”. Even the Minsk agreements, behind which Western ad-
vocates of Savchenko tend to hide, do not explicitly provide thereto. Therefore, it is groundless
to demand from the rebels to grant the captured Aidar battalion militia a POW status.

But the most important thing is that there is no international armed conflict between Ukraine
and the Russian Federation. Therefore, Russia is neither bound nor entitled to apply the rules of
international armed conflicts laid down in the Geneva Conventions to Savchenko. Nadiya
Savchenko is simply prosecuted for a serious criminal offense against civilians” [J/le6eoesa,
2016].

These findings are contrary to the content of norms of international law and factual cir-
cumstances. This article together with a number of foreign studies argues that the conflict be-
tween Russia and Ukraine is an international armed conflict.

It should be reminded that the qualification of an armed conflict as international, contrary
to the opinion of Denisov and other Russian scholars, in accordance with international law does
not depend on an official recognition: under the Geneva Conventions of 1949 this is not a ques-
tion of recognition but of actual circumstances [/Jenucos, 2016]. Article Two common to all
Geneva Conventions of 1949 (the Convention for the Amelioration of the Wounded and Sick in
Armies (I) [7], the Convention for the Amelioration of the Condition of Wounded, Sick and
Shipwrecked, Members of Armed Forces at Sea (II) [8], the Convention relative to the Treatment
of Prisoners of War (III) [9], the Geneva Convention relative to the Protection of Civilian Per-
sons in Time of War (IV)) [10] provides for an international law definition of an “international
armed conflict”. It is envisaged that international armed conflict (‘IAC’) is armed conflict be-
tween two states [7; 8; 9; 10].

The International Criminal Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia (‘ICTY”) has articulated a
general definition of an international armed conflict. Considering the Dusko Tadic case, the
ICTY found that “an armed conflict exists whenever there is a resort to armed force between
States”. This definition was upheld by other international bodies [11].
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This approach is generally characteristic of the representatives of the world doctrine of in-
ternational law. Sams determines an international armed conflict as a conflict in which one state
uses arms against another state, regardless of the reasons or the intensity of the confrontation
[Sams, 2011: 62].

As Dietrich Schindler notes, “the existence of an armed conflict within the meaning of Ar-
ticle 2 common to the Geneva Conventions can always be assumed when parts of the armed
forces of two States clash with each other. [...] Any kind of use of arms between two States
brings the Conventions into effect” [Schindler, 1979: 131]. Hans-Peter Gasser explains that “any
use of armed force by one state against the territory of another, triggers the applicability of the
Geneva Conventions between the two states. [...] It is also of no concern whether or not the at-
tacked party resists” [Gasser, 1993: 510-511].

The latter is particularly important in light of the consideration of the seizure of the territory
of Ukraine (the Crimean peninsula) by the Russian Federation and the detention of the citizens
of Ukraine — Oleh Sentsov, Oleksandr Kolchenko and others, and the speculation of Russian
leaders that there was no armed aggression in Crimea, as there was no fighting [71].

Representatives of the Russian doctrine of international law follow the approach of foreign
scholars. Anatoly ¢ qualifies armed clashes between states, conflicts in which peoples are fight-
ing against colonial domination, alien occupation and racist regimes in the exercise of their right
to self-determination as enshrined in the UN Charter and other international instruments as in-
ternational armed conflicts [7Tararaes, 1999: 531]. Hennadii Melkov believes that an interna-
tional armed conflict is an armed confrontation between states, between national liberation
movements and colonialist, between the occupier and the occupied territories [Menxos, 2003:
568].

As Denys Shlyantsev defines it, international armed conflicts are such conflicts, in which
one subject of international law uses armed force against another subject. Thus, the parties to an
international armed conflict may be states, nations and peoples fighting for independence, in-
ternational organizations engaged in collective military measures for maintaining peace and in-
ternational order [[ll1snyes, 2008: 208].

A considerable amount of data speaks for an aggressive war the Armed Forces of the Russ-
ian Federation launched against Ukraine in Donetsk and Luhansk regions. Furthermore, under
international law all the actions of the so-called “rebels” are attributed to Russia, which is sub-
stantiated by two respective international legal doctrines - the doctrine of effective control and
the doctrine of overall control. The articles emphasize that the Russian Federation continues to
officially deny the use of force against Ukraine, which, of course, precludes its legitimacy. Thus,
under international law, Savchenko should be considered a prisoner of war.

In our opinion, the attention should be paid to the arguments of the Russian lawyer Hleb Bo-
gush, who while analyzing Savchenko’s case in the context of the qualification of the conflict,
said that “In assessing the conflict from the perspective of international humanitarian law, the
arguments speaking for the international character of the conflict should be recognized more
convincing, at least for the simple reason that in case of an irresolvable doubt as the doctrine and
existing practice suggest (for example, in a situation of conflict in the former Yugoslavia), the
regime providing for greater protection to participants of the conflict should be granted. The lat-
ter refers exactly to the rules of international armed conflict.

Hence, in case of a doubt regarding the qualification of a conflict, the legal rules of inter-
national conflicts should apply, because they are more humane and obligations of the parties
are clearly spelt out. Moreover, the arrest and trial of Savchenko in Russia is rather an addi-
tional argument in favour of qualifying the conflict as an ‘internationalized’ [bozyw, 2016].
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Based on this, the crime imputed to Savchenko cannot qualify as an ordinary criminal of-
fense; it is a war crime — the murder of civilians, which under the Geneva Conventions, should
be considered by special military courts. Therefore, the Russian “investigation” in this regard suf-
fers from serious contradictions. On the one hand, in May 2015 Savchenko’s case was sepa-
rated from the general criminal case of “genocide perpetrated by Ukrainian law enforcement
and security services and the use of prohibited means and methods of warfare”.

On the other hand, the Russian Investigative Committee administration charged the Ukrain-
ian national under Article 33, Part 5 and Article 105, Part 2, Points A, B, E, F and L of the Russ-
ian Criminal Code (complicity in the killing of two or more people in the line of duty committed
by means dangerous to the public on grounds of political hatred committed by a group of per-
sons) [68].

The Russian Federation has also grossly violated the norms of international humanitarian law
and international human rights law. Illegal detention, custody and imprisonment of Nadiya
Savchenko are a breach of the provisions of Article 5 “The right to liberty and security” of Eu-
ropean Convention on Human Rights of 1950 [4] by Russia.

Council of Europe Parliamentary Assembly considered the imprisonment of Savchenko in
terms of her PACE membership. For example, in Resolution Ne 2034 (2015) “Challenge, on
substantive grounds, of the still not ratified credentials of the delegation of the Russian Feder-
ation” of 28 January 2015, the Assembly expressed serious concern about the imprisonment and
indictment by the Russian Federation of Ms Nadiya Savchenko, who is now a member of the As-
sembly.

The Assembly considers her transfer by Ukrainian insurgents to the Russian Federation and
subsequent imprisonment by the Russian authorities to be in violation of international law
amounting to her de facto kidnapping. It demands that the Russian Federation respect its obli-
gations under international law, as a Party to the General Agreement on Privileges and Immu-
nities of the Council of Europe [6] and its protocol [14], according to which according to which
Ms Nadiya Savchenko, as a member of the Parliamentary Assembly, enjoys European parlia-
mentary immunity [5]. The Assembly calls upon the Russian authorities to release Ms Savchenko
within 24 hours and to ensure her return to Ukraine or hand her over to a third country.

The position of the representatives of the Russian authorities and the legal doctrine is that
the “attempts to make the case political took place from the outset: first they made her a deputy
of the Rada and a representative in the Parliament Assembly of the European Council hoping to

se functional immunity to release her, but they forgot that it doesn’t work in such cases” [74].
Expanded description of these theses contains statements that “documents of the Council of

Europe do not provide exemption from criminal liability in connection with the membership in
PACE. Article 40 of the Statute of the Council of Europe sets ‘immunities shall include immu-
nity for all Representatives to the Consultative (Parliamentary) Assembly from arrest and all
legal proceedings in the territories of all Members, in respect of words spoken and votes cast in
the debates of the Assembly or its committees or commissions’. Savchenko’s immunity does
not apply to actions committed before she acquired her status as an Assembly delegate, while
the crimes imputed to the Ukrainian national were committed before the elections and cannot be
considered reasonably necessary for the fulfilment of her functions in PACE” [/Jenucos, 2016].

The same opinion was expressed by Illia Remeslo: “Russian law does not allow for an ex-
emption from criminal liability in connection with the membership in PACE. It is also not pro-
vided for in the Council of Europe Statute governing the PACE immunity issues. Article 40 of
the Statute states that representatives of Members and the Secretariat shall enjoy in the territo-
ries of its Members such privileges and immunities as are reasonably necessary for the fulfilment
of their functions. These immunities shall include immunity for all Representatives to the Con-
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sultative (Parliamentary) Assembly from arrest and all legal proceedings in the territories of all
Members, in respect of words spoken and votes cast in the debates of the Assembly or its com-
mittees or commissions”. Article 14 of the General Agreement on Privileges and Immunities of
the Council of Europe contains a similar provision.

The immunity applies only in respect of words spoken and votes cast in PACE debates.
Savchenko committed the alleged offense long before being “elected” to PACE, and is has noth-
ing to do with her activities in PACE. And the charge had been brought against her before she
became a deputy. Otherwise, it would mean that any person, who has committed a serious crime,
may then get the status of a deputy and become immune to any prosecution in his own country
or abroad” [Pemecno, 2015].

However, international law speaks against the above position. A narrow interpretation of
immunity is incorrect. In accordance with Article 15 of the General Agreement on Privileges and
Immunities of the Council of Europe of 1949, of which both the Russian Federation and Ukraine
are parties, During the sessions of the Consultative Assembly, the Representatives to the As-
sembly and their substitutes, whether they be members of Parliament or not, shall enjoy a) on
their national territory, the immunities accorded in those countries to members of Parliament; b)
on the territory of all other member States, exemption from arrest and prosecution. This immu-
nity also applies when they are travelling to and from the place of meeting of the Consultative
Assembly.

It does not, however, apply when Representatives and their substitutes are found commit-
ting, attempting to commit, or just having committed an offence, nor in cases where the As-
sembly has waived the immunity. However, according to the circumstances of the case this
provision does not apply to Savchenko.

The 1952 Protocol to the Agreement of 1949 (Article 5) stipulates that privileges, immuni-
ties and facilities are accorded to the representatives of members not for the personal benefit of
the individuals concerned, but in order to safeguard the independent exercise of their functions
in connection with the Council of Europe. Consequently, a member has not only the right but
the duty to waive the immunity of its representative in any case where, in the opinion of the
member, the immunity would impede the course of justice and it can be waived without preju-
dice to the purpose for which the immunity is accorded [1]. The latter provision does not apply
to Russia’s actions in relation to Savchenko, since she is not the representative of the Russian
Federation, and the lifting of immunity is clearly contrary to the purpose for which the immu-
nity is granted.

It is important that Savchenko is judged as a representative of Ukraine, and not as a random
individual, which is confirmed by the actions of the Russian leadership and the Investigative
Committee of Russia. The case against Savchenko was severed from the general criminal case
over genocide and use of prohibited means and methods of warfare by Ukrainian militaries to
form a separate lawsuit.

The foregoing does not mean that the death of journalists should not be investigated. The
point is that Savchenko is not supposed to be kept in custody and prosecuted in Russia.

For a long period of time (since the summer of 2014 until the spring of 2016) the indigna-
tion at the actions of the Russian authorities of the international community had no effect on its
stance [46]. This also holds for the acts of the EU [47], international organizations [69], state-
ments of world leaders, demanding the immediate release of Nadiya Savchenko [12].

Savchenko has finally refused to submit the appeal to the European Court of Human Rights
(‘ECtHR’). She could lodge a complaint when on 1 July 2015 Moscow City Court upheld the
decision to extend the arrest of Savchenko [48]. The application, Savchenko v. Russia, was
lodged with the Court on 14 July 2014, it has been granted priority; the court president also for-
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warded questions to the Russian government as to how did Nadia Savchenko get into the Russ-
ian pre-trial detention centre [79]. However, after the sentencing in March 2016 Savchenko re-
fused to appeal in order to not waste time. It is practically impossible for the ECtHR to consider
the case of her arrest.

On the other hand, the issue of Savchenko has drawn international condemnation, which is
obviously much more effective than any rulings of the ECtHR. On 24 April 2016, Poroshenko
announced that agreement had been reached on the step-by-step approach and procedures of re-
leasing Nadiya Savchenko, but no actual steps have been taken so far by the Russian side. How-
ever, on 28 April 2016, Russian representatives reported that Savchenko was to sign documents
for extradition to Ukraine [44]. On 3 May 2016, Savchenko’s lawyer Polozov mentioned [64]
the approval by the authorities of the decision to transfer her to Ukraine under the Convention
on the Transfer of Sentenced Persons of 1983 under the accelerated procedure [78].

As a result, de facto the return of Nadiya Savchenko to Ukraine was exchanged for the re-
turn of Russian Special Forces officers Oleksandr Alexandrov and Evhen Yerofeyev who were
found guilty of committing crimes on the territory of Ukraine [3].

Even in this respect, Russia’s position in relation to Savchenko is inconsistent because she
was branded an extremely dangerous criminal who had committed a felony against journalists,
which could not allow for a release, for almost two years.

Thus, in July 2015 the representative of the Russia’s IC stated that “Nobody made any au-
dible legal argument of protection but only banal accusations of investigators of forgery and at-
tempts to make the case political. To do that they first wanted to make Savchenko a prisoner of
war, which she is not, and them they made her a deputy of the Rada and a representative in the
Parliament Assembly of the European Council hoping to use functional immunity to release her,
but they forgot that it doesn’t work in such cases. Not to mention a hunger strike the Ukrainian
was advised to use to press the investigators and public opinion. In other words, Savchenko’s
supporters basically used non-juridical actions for sole purpose of releasing the accused of a
felony” [74].

On 22 March 2016, the famous Russian State Duma Deputy Iryna Yarovaya, commenting
on the verdict against Nadiya Savchenko, stressed “The sentence was passed in strict accor-
dance with the law, according to the established legal procedures and in full compliance with in-
ternational law. On the basis of the rules stipulating that journalists are subject to special
protection... Murder committed in order to prevent the legitimate activities of Russian journal-
ists in a truthful coverage of events in Donbas is a particularly serious crime, this ‘merit’ is not
political but criminal, and, therefore, the adequate responsibility is criminal, proportionate and
just ... Russia’s position on the protection of journalists’ freedom of activity is the position aimed
at protecting the common humanitarian values. We see that wherever in the world these values
are neglected terrible crimes occur. Therefore, our common task is to be equally tough with mur-
derers just like with terrorists”.

Perhaps the Russian Federation switchover is due to the desire to a) provide additional ar-
guments for easing sanctions against the Russian Federation; b) prevent the key witnesses of the
Russian aggression against Ukraine from the number of Russian troops from testifying.

Another example of illegal actions of the Russian Federation is the detention, trial and con-
viction of Ukrainian director Oleh Sentsova and other citizens of Ukraine on suspicion of “plot-
ting terrorist acts”.

Ukrainian filmmaker Oleh Sentsov was detained in Crimea by the Russian FSB on 10 May
2014 under charges of establishing a terrorist organization under the order of the “Right Sector”
movement. The FSB reported the detention of Sentsov and three more activists, alleged mem-
bers of the “Right Sector” on 30 May 2014 [55]. However, the movement denied membership
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of Sentsov, and in the course of proceedings the defence took a certificate signed by the head of
the “Right Sector” Dmytro Yarosh to the court, according to which the person of interest had
never been in his organization [/Jemuorok, 2014].

The Russian investigation claimed Afanasyev, Chyrniy, Kolchenko, Borkin, Zuikov, Asanov
and Cyril were participants of the criminal group. Chyrniy and Afanasyev were convicted and
Borkin, Zuikov, Asanov and Cyril were declared wanted [51].

Russia’s Federal Security Service accused the four Ukrainians of being “part of a terrorist
community, operating in Simferopol, Sevastopol” and Yalta, which planned to carry out explo-
sions with home-made devices on 9 May 2014 near the Eternal Flame memorial and Lenin mon-
ument in Simferopol and to set on fire the offices of the Russian Community of Crimea public
organization and the United Russia party branch in Simferopol on 14 April and 18 April 2014
[58].

On this basis, Sentsov was charged with creating a terrorist group (Article 205.4 paragraph
1 of the Criminal Code of Russia), committing two acts of terrorism (subparagraph ‘a’ para-
graph 2 of Article 205 of the Criminal Code of Russia), preparing to commit two terrorist attacks
(paragraph 1, Article 30 and subparagraph ‘a’ paragraph 2 of Article 205 of the Criminal Code),
as well as two episodes of illicit trafficking in firearms and explosives (paragraph 3 of Article
222 of the Criminal Code) [63], Oleksandr Kolchenko, in his turn, was charged with involve-
ment in the terrorist community, and committing a terrorist act.

Oleksandr Kolchenko admitted that he had been at the office of the United Russia on the
night of 18 April 2014, but he had not thrown Molotov cocktails (as argued by the representa-
tives of the Federal Security Service), and in any event he did not consider this act an “act of ter-
ror”. As Kolchenko defense lawyer Novikov believed “the fundamental question is not what
those people did and what they did not do but what intentions they invested in an action. The
Russian investigation claimed that it was a terrorist activity; thereby a group that was going to
be engaged in the systematic organization of terrorist acts was created. In my opinion, this is not
visible” [17].

In addition to illegal detention, search and seizure of personal belongings, Sentsov was tor-
tured to obtain confessions [Hexesun, 2015]. Though traces of violence were recorded by em-
ployees of the detention centre in Simferopol, the Investigative Committee of the Russian
Federation refused to open an investigation of violence against him, ridiculously explaining the
injuries by his assumed previous S&M leanings. The conditions of the further detention of the
accused were unsatisfactory as well [17].

On 25 August 2015, the court in Rostov-on-Don sentenced Sentsov to 20 years and his “ac-
complice” Kolchenko — to 10 years in prison [Cgemosa, 2014]. At the end of February 2016
they were transferred to the colony in the Chelyabinsk region [52].

The charges against Sentsov and Kolchenko were primarily based on the testimony of
Afanasyev and Chirnyi, who immediately after the arrest, began to cooperate with the investi-
gation. Sentsov certainly was not anywhere close to the site of two arson attacks, so the Russ-
ian investigation were tasked to obtain not a simple testimony of Chirnyi and Afanasyev, but their
testimony against Sentsov as the manager of the “group” who gave the order to organize at-
tacks” [65].

Afanasyev was himself abducted by the FSB in early May 2014 and taken to a Moscow jail
“Lefortovo”, informally controlled by the secret service. Later, according to unconfirmed sources
Afanasyev was accused of all the episodes of the case. He allegedly was the liaison between
Sentsov and Chirnyi — the fourth and last of the defendants in the case at hand. Afanasyev al-
legedly participated in the coordination of the production of bombs. It was reported that he had
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made a confession and refused to use the services of independent lawyers [53]. In December
2014, Moscow City Court found him guilty and sentenced to 7 years in prison [51].

The materials of the investigation led by the FSB were classified; the lawyers singed a non-
disclosure agreement. One of them informed that there was no other evidence linking Sentsov
to the “terrorist organization” except for the testimony of the “accomplices” — no wiretaps, no
operational search activities materials [56]. During the interrogation Afanasyev claimed that his
testimony was forced [59], and later he described in detail what tortures he was subjected to
[61], while Chirniy refused to answer the questions of the parties during the trial [51]. It should
be noted that Kolchenko also reported torture during the investigation; Sentsov reported attempts
to extract the necessary confessions. He was severely beaten, strangled with a bag and threat-
ened with rape [51; 60].

It is puzzling how the FSB qualifies the motive of committing the above-mentioned
“crimes”: “The destabilization of the socio-political situation on the peninsula and influence on

authorities of the Russian Federation decision-making on the secession from the Republic of
Crimea” [41], especially given the fact that the stance of Russia has not even shaken by a threat

of severe international sanctions and exclusion from international organizations.

Indicative are the courtroom addresses of other witnesses and victims, who were involved
in the process via video link from Crimea (functionary of “Russian Community of Crimea”
Kozenko, who burned the door in the office, and a former member of the “Crimean self-de-
fence” Bochkarev, representing “United Russia” in court). Bochkarev failed to fulfil the demand
of the court to produce documents substantiating the assessment of the damage. The defence
team noted that in April 2014, “United Russia” was not registered in Crimea, and the office was
registered under a different legal entity.

Both victims were unable to clearly answer questions about exactly how the arsons “desta-
bilized the situation” in the country and how they could “influence the decision to secede from
the Russian Federation”, and whether “Right Sector” was present in Crimea. Bochkarev could
remember only that some people in the spring of 2014 “left unpleasant writings on the fence like
‘Crimea is Ukraine!”.

Also, via a video conference the parties questioned “Russian community” guard Filippenko,
who put out the burning office door, and firemen — Baraban, Andruhin and Konoval, who put
out fire in the “United Russia” premises. Witness Konoval noted that “at the time it was the of-
fice of the Party of Regions”. An activist of ““Young Guard ‘United Russia’” Purtov and bartender
Chernyi, a supporter of the GCD of the State Duma deputy Fedorov, were witnesses for the
prosecution .The latter told the court that the “Right Sector” is “one of the structural divisions
of the United States” [61].

On 25 August 2015, the North Caucasus District Military Court sentenced Oleh Sentsov to
20 years imprisonment in a penal colony, Oleksandr Kolchenko was sentenced to 10 years of the
colony [75]. On 24 November 2015, the Supreme Court of Russia upheld the sentences of
Sentsov and Kolchenko [57]. One cannot but pay attention to what oft-beats are the terrorists in
this case: Sentsov is a filmmaker, Chirniy is a historian, Afanasyev is a lawyer and Kolchenko
is an activist.

In March 2016, Sentsov’s lawyer lodged an appeal against the verdict [50], and already an-
nounced his intention to make recourse to the ECtHR upon passing through all instances in Rus-
sia [80].

The question of appeal to the ECtHR in the case of Kolchenko and Sentsov was decided dif-
ferently than in the case of Savchenko. On 26 August 2015, Arseniy Yatsenyuk announced
Ukraine’s intention to submit the fourth application to the Court against Russia in connection
with the sentencing of Sentsov [Hoeaesa, 2015]. The next day, Pavlo Petrenko stated that a
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claim on the illegal sentencing of Sentsov and other Ukrainians by Russia had already been sub-
mitted to the ECtHR (“Ukraine against Russia (IV)”) [77].

In April 2015, Oleksandr Kolchenko filed an application to the ECtHR against Russia on il-
legal detainment and compulsory acquisition of Russian citizenship (violation of Article 8 of the
ECHR). The applicant pointed out the physical impossibility of such acquiring of Russian citi-
zenship, because he was in jail in the corresponding period in 2014 [Kopnusa, 2015]. Oleh
Sentsov’s attorney announced the submission of a similar claim to the ECtHR, because the for-
mer had been forced to change his citizenship as well [76; 69; 12].

Negotiations for the release of Sentsov and other Ukrainians illegally deprived of their lib-
erty by the Russian Government continue. The world leaders, the EU and international organi-
zations have called for their release for a number of times already [53].

However, so far, only Afanasyev and another prisoner of the Russian Federation Yuri
Soloshenko have been released. They were pardoned by Putin on 14 June 2016 by respective or-
ders. Soloshenko’s case was also under the FSB investigation. He was accused of allegedly
wanting to steal secret documents from Russia — the documents themselves being designs of C-
300 antiaircraft systems for the Ministry of Defence of Ukraine. In October 2015, Moscow City
Court sentenced the 73-year-old man to 6 years in prison for “espionage” [47].

Lawyer of Soloshenko and Afanasyev Polozov explained that the motives of their release
were that they were both sick, “For the Kremlin authorities costs on their possible death in cus-
tody in Russia would have been much higher than in the case of their exchange. Let us hope that
in the result of urgent, intensive medical care Afanasyev and Soloshenko will get better” [49].
The Russian Federation exchanged them for the defendants in the case on the tragic events in
Odessa on 2nd May 2014 Evheny Mefedov and Elena Glishchinskaya [70], who could also be
actively engaged as “witnesses of the nationalists’ atrocities in Odessa”.

As for Oleh Sentsov, on 14 June 2016, Dmitry Peskov said that the contacts on a prisoner
exchange are carried out including on the nomination of Oleh Sentsov but on the part of Russia
the final decision will be made by Vladimir Putin [7omun, 2016].

The analysis of Russia’s actions gives good reasons for asserting its treatment of Sentsov,
Kolchenko and other captured Ukrainians as hostages, who can be “traded” to obtain certain
concessions from Ukraine and international community regarding, for example, sanctions and
other restrictions, and, secondly, to use them as part of their public outreach programme. This
is the same tactic that has already been applied in the case of Savchenko, when she was ex-
changed for Russian military Yerofeyev and Aleksandrov who participated in the aggression
against Ukraine. Prior to that, “Savchenko case” was used as a propaganda tool to illustrate
“atrocities of Kyiv junta”.

From the international law standpoint, an international armed conflict is ongoing between
Ukraine and the Russian Federation since February 2014. In the course of the conflict Russia is
carrying out the military occupation of the Crimean peninsula and parts of Donetsk and Luhansk
regions provided, however, the Russian Federation is obliged to observe international humani-
tarian law and international human rights law in the occupied territories. The actions in relation
to the citizens of Ukraine, such as Nadiya Savchenko, Oleh Sentsov, Oleksandr Kolchenko,
Hennadii Afanasyev breach international law provisions.

Violations include torture, prohibited by Article 5 of the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights of 1948 [16], Article 7 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights of
1966 [15] and Article 3 of the Convention on the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamen-
tal Freedoms of 1950; illegal arrests and imprisonment (Articles 3 and 9 of the 1948 Declara-
tion, Article 9 of the 1966 Covenant, Article 5 of the 1950 Convention); deprivation of the right
to fair trial (Article 10 of the 1948 Declaration, Article 14 of the 1966 Covenant, Article 6 of the
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1950 Convention); interference with privacy, family, encroachment on inviolability of the home,
correspondence, honour and reputation (Article 12 of the 1948 Declaration, Article 17 of the
1966 Covenant, Article 8 of the 1950 Convention), propaganda of national, racial or religious
hatred that constitutes incitement to discrimination, hostility or violence shall be prohibited by
law (Article 20 of the 1966 Covenant, Article 14 of the 1950 Convention) [9; 10].

With regard to international humanitarian law, the Russian Federation primarily violated
the Geneva Convention relative to the Treatment of Prisoners of War of 1949 (Article 13 of hu-
mane treatment of prisoners, Article 14 on respect for the person of prisoners, Article 15 of the
maintenance of prisoners, Section II : Internment of prisoners of war and others) [9], and the
Geneva Convention relative to the protection of Civilian Persons in Time of War of 1949 (Ar-
ticle 27 on the right to respect for their person, their honour, and humane treatment, Article 31
on non-exercise of physical or moral coercion, Article 32 on the prohibition of taking any meas-
ure of such a character as to cause the physical suffering, Article 49 on the prohibition of indi-
vidual or mass forcible transfers of protected persons from occupied territory to the territory of
the Occupying Power, Article 72 on the right to a fair trial and some others) [10].

On the other hand, the Russian actions are clear, gross and systematic violations of funda-
mental principles of international law such as the principle of the protection of human rights
and fundamental freedoms; the principle of sovereign equality of states (Ukraine is prosecuted
for its policy in the face of Savchenko and Sentsov, however, one state cannot prosecute an-
other); non-interference in the internal affairs of states (the persecution of Ukrainians is an at-
tempt to destabilize the domestic political situation in Ukraine).

Conclusions. Thus, the Russian Federation measures of detention, arrests, sentencing and
imprisonment of Savchenko, Sentsov, Kolchenko and other citizens of Ukraine in connection
with the Russian-Ukrainian conflict during the 2014-2016 do not comply with international law.
Russia clearly, grossly and systematically violates a number of fundamental rules of interna-
tional humanitarian law and international human rights law. Citizens of Ukraine are used, firstly,
as hostages to get concessions (for example, the lifting of sanctions), and, secondly, as an anti-
Ukrainian propaganda tool, which is an important component of the war of aggression against
Ukraine. The cases against Ukrainians are designed, among other things, to convince the Russ-
ian military in the correctness of their participation in the war, and to promote the recruitment
of volunteers.

Abstract. The article investigates the legal regulation of cross-border information systems
that operate within the Schengen area. These information systems are the Schengen Information
System, Visa Information System and the European Travel Information and Authorisation Sys-
tem. The information systems provide the opportunity of free access to the database of border
and law enforcement authorities of the Schengen area member states. These authorities are able
to quick and efficient collaboration as well as in interaction in support of national security, pub-
lic order and effective fight against organized crime, border-crossing of illegal immigrants, drug
trafficking etc.

The article defines that in addition to cooperation between the competent and relevant au-
thorities of the Schengen area member states the information systems are to be the instruments
of the freedom of movement of persons, contributing at the same time of public order and na-
tional security of each of the European countries.

The article analyses the main tasks and purposes of a new European travel information and
authorization system. In particular, the system concerns those countries that have already signed
agreements on visa-free regime with the EU. In practice, it means that the citizens of "visa-free"
countries will be able to travel to the Schengen area member states without a visa, but they are
required to be authorized through this system before the trip.

The research also analyzes the regulations of the European Union, western and national
doctrine in respect of the operation of cross-border information systems within the Schengen
area.

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Abstract. The purpose of research is to analyze the reasons and effects of disintegration with
Russia for Ukraine and its association with the EU. Expected results of the Association Agree-
ment with the EU and conflict with Russia in previous research are compared with the actual ef-
fects. Export losses of the opposing countries from the economic conflict are calculated and
compared. The EU-Ukraine Association Agreement has marked the choice of Ukraine to follow
the European social and economic development model. It aimed at decreasing trade barriers,
making reforms and engaging Ukraine in international production networks by foreign invest-
ment inflows. But the EU and Ukraine did not foresee the severe economic, political and mili-

tary reaction of Russia, which is a barrier to efficient implementation of the Association Agree-
ment. Decrease in exports to Russia and other CIS countries has not been offset by better ac-
cess to the EU market. Severe reaction of Russia is politically motivated and is not substantiated
economically. All the conflicting parties faced losses from the economic war. Ukraine and Rus-
sia were the most affected countries, while Western countries faced minor losses. Restoring co-
operation and integration is not possible without changes in foreign policy of Russia or / and
other parties.

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Introduction. Ukraine as an open economy is objectively interested in developing mutually
beneficial economic relations with its partner countries. The Association Agreement between
Ukraine and the EU (AA) [European Atomic Energy Community, European Union, The Mem-
ber States, Ukraine: 2014] aimed at enlarging the area, where Ukrainian exporters can trade
with minimal barriers and at implementing best-practice standards of the EU economic regula-
tion in Ukraine. But in 2014 traditionally skeptical attitude of Russian Federation towards Eu-
ropean aspirations of Ukraine transformed into a confrontation, which also resulted in tension
between Russia and Western countries. Economic and political reaction of Russia turned out to
be excessively hard relatively the potential risks of the AA for its economy. As a result the ex-
pected benefits of the Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area between the EU and Ukraine
(DCFTA) could not be fully exploited under the shrinking market, disintegration with Russia and
downward trends in foreign investments.

The purpose of research is to analyze the reasons and effects of disintegration with Rus-
sia for Ukraine and its association with the EU.

Analysis of the latest publications. There is a large variety of works analyzing the effects
of trade liberalization between Ukraine and the EU, e.g. [Brenton: 2000; Emerson et al.: 2006;
ECORYS: 2010; Frey and Olekseyuk-Viber: n.d.; Maliszewska, Orlova and Taran: 2011;
Movchan and Shportyuk: 2011; Shepotylo: 2010; The Institute for Economic Research and Pol-
icy Consulting: 2011]. They used various methods, assumed various depth of integration, and
provided different estimated effects. In most cases the works pay more attention to the effects
of tariff liberalization, avoid accounting for change in demand and supply elasticities or corre-
lation between various factors of economic growth. Sometimes the estimated effects are close
to statistical error. On the other hand, deep integration (at least DCFTA and customs unions)
should be treated as a part of regional models of social, economic and political development.
Therefore decisions about deep integration should not be rationalized by trade liberalization
only.

Oxford Economics analyzed the effects of various types of integration scenarios between
Ukraine and the EU. Ukrainian researchers were a part of their team. They considered three sce-
narios: classical FTA, DCFTA and Customs Union with the EU. All the scenarios would provide
substantial benefits for Ukraine. DCFTA was assessed as the most beneficial realistic scenario.
But the authors stated that the large benefits would appear only if Ukraine made economic re-
forms and approximated its regulatory environment to the EU (by the way, one of the reasons
of the recent financial crisis in Southern Europe was weak government policy and slow adapta-
tion of the real and financial sectors to new conditions of regional and global competition). The
main beneficiaries would be textile and food industries, construction, agriculture and trade.
Smaller effects would be for mining, chemical and metallurgy industry [Oxford Economics:
2012].

Thus the majority of works that we know evidence in favor of positive effects of the AA.
But mostly they did not assumed the severe reaction of Russia. The EU also did not foresee such
a reaction and was not ready for it.

Oxford Economics: 2012 was one of the first research works to consider possible effects of
Russian reaction to the AA. Under several assumptions economic pressure of Russia would have
a negative impact on Ukrainian economy during 4-5 years. It would curb consumption and in-
vestment flows [Oxford Economics: 2012].

Therefore under scenario of signing the AA Russia could substantially influence economic
development of Ukraine. It could curb economic growth or even initiate a crisis. Positive ef-
fects of DCFTA would not offset completely the new Russian trade barriers in the short and
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middle-term period. The loss-to-benefit ratio would depend on the depth of integration with the
EU, types of measures used by Russia and efficiency of adjustment of Ukrainian economy.

P. Havlik stated that if Russia used trade measures against Ukraine, the most sensitive in-
dustry would be machine building mostly located in the Eastern Ukraine [Havlik: 2014]. L. V.
Shynkaruk forecasted losses for Ukrainian exports ($4.6 billion) and imports ($2.1 billion). Neg-
ative impact on GDP would be between -0,8% and -0,5% [Shynkaruk: 2014]. S. Kulik, A. Spar-
tak, E. Vinokurov and I. Yurgens estimated losses of Ukraine as high as $33 billion per year in
the coming years under worsening relations with Russia and the EAEU [Kulik et al.: 2014].
Therefore we see that better access to the EU market under the AA would not compensate the
loss of the CIS markets as a result of hard measures of Russia.

Experts of Higher School of Economics and Central Bank of Russia estimated the losses
from sanctions to be $170 billion during 3 years. A. Kudrin compared the losses with the cost
of Olympic games in Sochi: at least $200 billion during 2-3 years [PBK daily: 2014]. The esti-
mates of the Ministry of Finance of Russia were $40 billion from sanctions and $90-100 billion
from low oil prices. The European Commission’s estimates envisaged lower GDP growth by
0.6% in 2014 and by 1.1% in 2015. According to Dealogic, Russian bond issuers were able to
receive only $9.5 billion at the international markets in 2014 ($53 billion in 2013), equity issuers
— $1.9 billion ($10.3 billion) [Txaues, Cyxapesckas: 2014]. B. M. Cheskidov claimed that fi-
nancial sanctions were the biggest burden as they negatively affected investment attractiveness
and the ability to refinance existing debt. Other problems were the burden to finance the Crimea
and Sevastopol, higher military costs and investments in import substitution [ Yecxudos.: 2014].

The important research results. 7he EU and EAEU as competing and complementary in-
tegration projects and integration policy of Ukraine. The fundamental reason for economic op-
position in the EU-Ukraine-Russia triangle is existence of competing integration attractors —
Western Europe and Russia. The EU and EAEU (Eurasian Economic Union) are often consid-
ered to be rival integration blocs, especially in Eastern Europe. But we also can treat them as
complementary blocs, which in some scenarios can increase efficiency of each other.

Under establishment of megaregional and interregional integration blocs, countries and blocs
based on closed regionalism tend to face the risk of trade diversion effect. The EU signed pref-
erential trade agreements with various countries to become a ramified integration hub in order
to decrease the risk of trade diversion. The EAEU also seeks to use a similar approach, but it is
a much less ramified integration bloc. Considering geographical proximity many third coun-
tries tend to seek a cross-membership in FTAs (free trade areas) with the EU and EAEU or other
blocs.

Foreign trade of Ukraine used to be almost equally divided into trade with the CIS, EU and
the rest of the world. Ukraine enjoyed free trade with the CIS countries. DCFTA provided free
trade regime for another important part of foreign trade of Ukraine. Instead of enlarging trade
diversion, DCFTA rather decreased trade diversion caused by the CIS FTA. As a result in 2014-
15 59% of Ukrainian exports enjoyed free trade regime because of various FTAs and the EU au-
tonomous preferential treatment [ hypaxoscoxuti et al.: 2016].

Nowadays it is preferable for Ukraine to have FTAs both with the EU and the CIS countries
and to minimize negative reaction of Russia to the AA. Other regional integration scenarios
(without AA with the EU) were also possible, but they are second best scenarios because of
curbing structural changes and economic modernization especially in the long run. They would
preserve the periphery status of Ukrainian economy.

The ideal scenario of a network of FTAs between Ukraine and all its main trade counter-
parties (including between the EU and EAEU) would also decrease the risks of political and
economic confrontation. M. Emerson: 2014 considered a moderately deep FTA between the EU
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and EAEU as a realistic scenario. It could be a solution for Ukraine, which would benefit from
westward and eastward integration [Emerson: 2014].

Traditional disincentives for creating the EU — EAEU FTA were trade structure and tariff es-
calation. All other things being equal, exporters of raw materials (or energy goods in case of
Russia) tend to face lower import tariffs, than the EU exporters of manufactured goods face in
the EAEU customs union. This would shift cost to benefit ratio of the FTA in favor of the EU.
But energy prices and devaluation decreased importance of this disincentive. Also national in-
terests are something larger than government revenue: they include interests of consumers and
investors, who buy imported goods [Emerson: 2014]. On the contrary the effect of larger bene-
fits of trade integration for relatively smaller economies would favor the EAEU.

But nowadays an important disincentive is political and economic tension at least within
the following dyads: Western countries — Russia, Russia — Ukraine, “mainland Ukraine” — un-
controlled territories (the Crimea and regions under anti-terrorist operation). The modern con-
frontation was preceded by trade wars, but they were local and affected few industries.
Nowadays more than 50 countries in various continents participate in the economic war affect-
ing wide range of industries [byakin: 2014].

Motivation for reaction of Russia to the Association Agreement. Russia declared about sev-
eral economic risks of the AA for its economy:

* importing goods from the EU, which could formally be considered as Ukrainian;

* large inflow of Ukrainian goods, which would be uncompetitive with the European ones;

+ adoption of the EU technical regulations by Ukraine would hinder traditional trade flows
between Russia and Ukraine;

+ erosion of Russia’s goods competitiveness at the Ukrainian market;

* partial deprivation of Ukraine’s economic sovereignty in favor of the EU institution;

+ impossibility for Ukraine to join the EAEU customs union.

The declared risks are mainly based on possible negative trade diversion effect for Russian
producers. Indeed it can happen, but it is rather small [Shnyrkov, Rogach and Chugaiev: 2015]
and can be offset by a potential EU — EAEU FTA, investments in modernization, harmonization
or mutual recognition of technical regulations and growth of effective demand in the EU and
Ukraine. Therefore objections of Russian Federation to the AA were mainly politically moti-
vated, and not economically. It wanted Ukraine to join the EAEU. Meanwhile other EAEU
Member States has not declared official objections to the EU — Ukraine AA.

Actual effects of confrontation. Thus the negative economic reaction of Russia to the EU-
Ukraine AA could be predicted. Its absence would be rather an optimistic scenario. But military
and political reaction of Russia was unexpected. It substantially worsened the investment po-
tential of Ukraine. We should note that European and other foreign investments were expected
to help Ukraine to adjust its economy to implementation of the EU regulations. Partial facilita-
tion was provided by the EU autonomous preferential treatment in 2014-15, international as-
sistance and falling energy prices.

All the participants of the economic war and even third countries suffer losses from it. Con-
sidering economies of scale, in all the dyads (Western countries — Russia, Russia — Ukraine,
mainland Ukraine — uncontrolled territories) smaller parties face disproportionally larger losses.
They include:

+ transformation costs (due to changes in regulation and redirection of trade flows);

 transaction costs (increased formal and informal trade barriers).

They explain artificial trade diversion effect due to restrictive trade and financial measures
(actually economic disintegration) and uncertainty. This effect may not be compensated by trade
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creation effect in the middle-term perspective (for Ukraine — by the AA with the EU and FTAs
with third countries, for the EAEU — by enlargement and FTAs with third countries).

Restrictive economic measures. The recent 10 years was a period of gradual exacerbation of
economic disintegration between Russia and Ukraine. The most recent 2 years was a time of deep
crisis in the bilateral economic relations. The disintegration was marked by:

* hybrid economic war of Russia against Ukraine;

e mutual economic sanctions;

+ forced integration of the Crimea and part of Donbas to the EAEU;

* MFN instead of free trade treatment of Ukrainian exports in Russia since January 1,
2016.

The hybrid economic war of Russia aiming at retarding reforms and deepening social and
economic crisis in Ukraine includes the following components:

* more than 40 trade wars and 4 gas wars against Ukraine in 2004-16;

* breaking subregional production networks with Ukrainian companies in industry and
agriculture;

* increasing external debt of Ukraine by holding up gas prices and refusing to restructure
part of the debt;

+ affecting devaluation of hryvnia;

* new restriction and barriers for Ukrainian labor since 2015;

+ destroying enterprises and partial occupation of Donbas region as an anchor to retard
European integration of Ukraine (about 8 thousand people were killed, 1.5 mln. persons were
temporarily displaced, 25% enterprises stopped operation, 10% plants were destroyed, rebuild-
ing the destroyed enterprises would cost $1.5 billion; military actions can recommence at any
time, which blocks national and foreign investments);

 increased military expenditure in Ukraine instead of financing improvements in the so-
cial, infrastructural and other civilian sectors;

* restrictions on transit of Ukrainian goods to the Central Asian countries.

E.g. in 2014 over 90% Ukrainian exports to Russia were discriminated in various forms.
Under MFN treatment instead of free trade, Ukraine could suffer more from asymmetric tariff
barriers. MFN tariffs are higher in Russia than in Ukraine for bilateral trade flows [World Trade
Organization: n.d.].

At the same time it was more difficult for Ukraine to apply restrictive measures against Rus-
sia because:

* Ukraine depended more on Russian market than Russia’s dependence on Ukrainian one;

* Ukrainian economy is more open and therefore more vulnerable to economic disinte-
gration;

* thus Ukraine would suffer more from distortion of prices and decreasing foreign trade;

* Russia had better margin of safety at least earlier under higher energy prices;

+ retaliation by Ukraine could provoke Russia to use more severe measures.

Moreover G. C. Hufbauer, J. J. Schott, K. A. Elliott and B. Oegg stated that economic sanc-
tions are more efficient against small countries. In their sample the median ratio of the initiator
country’s GDP to the target country’s GDP was 105 [Hufbauer et al.: 2007]. Ukrainian restric-
tions of financing Russian banks, high-tech exports, entrance of Russian celebrities, and im-
posing fines for flights to the Crimea can have only a minimal effect [beppec: 2014].

It was an economic rationalization for lagging in launching economic sanctions by Ukraine.
But a more efficient measure is joining sanctions of Western countries. In this case the initiator
countries’ GDP to the target country’s GDP ratio is not favorable for Russia. Although the ef-
fect of those sanctions was limited by the following factors:
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 limited range of target entities and economic sectors;

 interdependence of Russia and Western countries;

+ political and ideological influence of Russia;

* Western countries are not ready to use military force or other non-economic actions
[Sharov: 2015].

But efficiency of the sanctions will probably increase as they continue. But lack of accord
in the EU Member States considering support of the sanctions questions the effectiveness of the
AA implementation. Nowadays the sanctions against Russia have achieved the effect of joint re-
sponsibility of the country, but have not achieved the political objective to settle the conflict and
to ensure personal responsibility. But they managed to stop escalation of breach of territorial
integrity of Ukraine and are a disincentive for further similar violations of the international law
globally in the future. Easing or cancellation of the sanctions would be a barrier to the efficient
implementation of the AA.

Economic losses of Ukraine. A smaller and more open economy of Ukraine suffers from
relatively larger losses. Post factum we may say that the deep economic crisis in 2014-15 in
Ukraine was largely caused by discriminatory economic actions, military operations and polit-
ical pressure of Russia, as well as by accumulated internal economic and political problems.
The GDP fell by 6.5% and 9.9% in 2014-15. As a result of devaluation inflation reached 25%
and 43% respectively. Unemployment reached 9.5%. But the current account deficit almost dis-
appeared in 2015 thanks to the devaluation of hryvnia [International Monetary Fund: 2016].

During several years Ukraine lost $98 billion mainly as a result of Russian restrictions
[WTO: 2016]. In 2016 only 42% Ukrainian exports enjoyed free trade instead of 59% in 2015.
Exports of agricultural products, metals and machines turned out to be the most vulnerable [The
IER, Sergii Koziakov & Partners Law Firm: 2016].

As for uncontrolled territories of Ukraine, they are de facto separate small economies. As a
result of military and political risks, at best these territories can use the MIRAB strategy (mi-
gration, remittances, aid and bureaucracy — according to the definition by [Baldacchino and
Bertram: 2009]) instead of the strategies of more successful small economies based on tourism,
financial services, niche production, transport services, resource management, and advantages
of citizenship and residency. Absence of reliable statistical data does not allow us to apply a
more detailed analysis in this case.

Under these circumstances economic recovery in Ukraine is possible as a result of fast and
efficient regulatory convergence with the EU, at least stabilization of demand for Ukrainian
goods and services in the EU and third countries. But the issue of efficient adjustment of Ukrain-
ian producers and consumers to the EU regulations remain topical (cost-to-benefit ratio).

Nowadays the benefits of the AA still do not offset the losses caused by actions of Russian.
In 2015 (base year — 2013) Ukrainian export to Russia decreased by $10 billion, to other CIS
countries — by $4 billion. On the other hand, the EU planned to provide $11 billion of financial
aid in 2014-2020 (from the EU budget, EIB and EBRD). But bilateral trade with the EU de-
creased by $15 billion (although the EU share increased from 32.2% to 37.5%), the Ukrainian
exports to the EU decreased by $3.8 billion (the EU share increased from 26.5% to 34.1%). We
observe a relative redirection of Ukrainian exports to the EU and the rest of the world from Rus-
sia, instead of absolute redirection under stable exports. There were also structural changes in
the Ukrainian exports to the EU. The share of agricultural products and machines increased at
the expense of decreasing share of mineral and metal products [Emerson and Movchan: 2016].

Economic losses of Russian Federation. Our estimates of Russia’s losses from shrinking
market in Ukraine (largely due to Russian actions) include decrease in exports to the mainland
Ukraine by $9 billion in 2014 and $13 billion in 2015 (base year — 2013) and decrease in trade
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surplus by $6 billion and $7 billion respectively (calculations based on [State Statistics Service
of Ukraine: 2016]). In these estimates we tried to account for the loss of territorial integrity. We
should state that these losses have not been caused by the AA, because Ukraine provided par-
tial free trade treatment for the EU exports only in 2016. Thus losses of Russia from its actions
are several times larger than its potential losses from the AA. The actual losses from the AA will
be even smaller because Ukrainian market already had shrunk before 2016. Russian exports to
Ukraine decreased as a result of worse image of Russia, trade restrictions, lower demand, cheaper
labor and devaluation of hryvnia in Ukraine. In 2014 the most vulnerable exports from Russia
to Ukraine turned out to be products of energy, chemical and shipbuilding industries [UNC-
TADStat: 2016].

But the largest losses were caused by sanctions of Western countries, falling oil and gas
prices, growing military expenditure, costs to support the occupied territories, and worsening in-
vestment potential. The GDP growth in Russia slowed down to 0.7% in 2014 and became neg-
ative (-3.7%) in 2015. Inflation increased to 13% in 2015. However the trade surplus increased
to 5% GDP as a result of ruble devaluation and decreasing imports (IMF 2016). Thus the total
losses of Russia from economic war are several dozens times larger than its potential losses
from the AA. Besides direct economic losses, Russia suffers from worsening reputation. It is
treated as an unsafe and unpredictable partner. All these facts show that the decision of Russia
to start a massive hybrid economic war against Ukraine is not substantiated economically.

Estimation of losses at the Ukrainian and Russian markets adjusted for size of economies.
In Table 1 we provide results of our calculations of losses in a sample of countries (Ukraine, the
EU and EAEU Member States and several large countries). We calculated fall in exports to
Ukraine and Russia in 2015. We used 3 types of indicators: in % of exports in 2013, in billion
dollars and in % of GDP (exchange rate based) in 2013. We have not adjusted for loss of terri-
torial integrity.

The largest losses in the Ukrainian market were in Kazakhstan, Romania and Luxemburg
(in % of exports to Ukraine in 2013), Russia, China, Germany, Poland, Kazakhstan and Belarus
(in billion dollars), Belarus, Lithuania, Hungary, Kazakhstan, Russia and Bulgaria (in % of
GDP). Canada, Malta and Portugal had the lowest export decrease relative to their GDP.

The largest losses in the Russian market were in Malta, Cyprus, Ukraine and Canada (in %
of exports to Russia in 2013), Germany, China, Ukraine, Belarus, Italy and Japan (in billion dol-
lars), Belarus, Lithuania, Ukraine, Estonia, Latvia and Slovakia (in % of GDP). The U.S., India
and Canada had the lowest export decrease relative to their GDP.

Total relative export losses in Ukrainian and Russia market were the largest in Belarus
(11.1% of GDP), Lithuania (7.4%), Ukraine (5.7%), Estonia (4.3%) and Hungary (2.1%). Ro-
mania and Bulgaria had more export losses from shrinking of the Ukrainian market than from
the Russian one. The largest losses in the Russian market relative to the Ukrainian one were in
Malta, Canada, Sweden and Portugal, but these losses relatively their GDP were small enough.

The simple average of export losses of all the countries in our sample in the Ukrainian mar-
ket was 0.25% GDP, in Russian market — 1.1% GDP. Thus nominally losses in the Russian mar-
ket were 4 times larger than in the Ukrainian one. But considering the ratio of Russian to
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Ukrainian GDP (12.4 in 2013), the relative losses in the Ukrainian market were 3 times dispro-
portionally larger.

We noticed that the largest losses are in small countries. Partially it is explained by the sam-
ple selection and distance: if we excluded large distant economies the correlation would be
smaller, especially in case of Ukrainian market. The correlation between the losses in the Russ-
ian market (in % of GDP) and log of GDP was -0.34 (it is the only significant correlation), in
the Ukrainian market it was -0.24. As for losses in % of exports in 2013 the correlations are

-0.21 and -0.02 respectively. Therefore small economies are especially sensitive to the losses
in the Russian market, while large economies are not. In Ukrainian market both large and small
economies had similar export losses.

Comparative analysis of export losses of Russia and its main trade partners. Table 2 proves
that asymmetry of size does not allow Ukraine to efficiently influence Russia with individual
sanctions. Decrease of Russian exports to Ukraine was only 0.65% of Russian GDP. Moreover
the decrease was caused mainly by fall in effective demand, loss of territorial integrity and wors-
ening image of Russia instead of actions of Ukrainian government. In relative terms Ukraine suf-
fered much more from economic disintegration with Russia (5.7% GDP), although its absolute
losses are 30% less than the Russian ones.

But losses of Russia in other markets (owing to sanctions, falling oil and gas prices, wors-
ening image etc.) were much larger. On one hand losses in % of exports in 2013 were smaller
in Russia than in its partners as a result of ruble devaluation. But if we consider losses relative
to GDP, Russia suffers 2 times more than Japan and China, 3 times more than the U. S. and 13.5
times more than the EU. Thus Russia proved to be the most sensitive to export losses in the EU
market. We also must note that trade between Russia and China decreased despite the declared
shifting of Russian strategic interests to China.

Conclusions. The fundamental reason for political and economic confrontation in the West-
Ukraine-Russia triangle is the existence of two main integration attractors in Europe: Western
Europe / the EU and Russia / the EAEU. Despite competition between them, they also have
some complementary features. Under better geopolitical scenarios they could integrate with
each other or at least benefit from open bloc trade creation effect instead of trade diversion and
disintegration.

AA is only a minor challenge for Russian economy despite the fears expressed by Russian
government. We considered structural difference of exports, incomplete preferential treatment,
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possibility to protect Russian producers with more civilized measures, and potential benefits for
Russia from growing market in Ukraine under better geopolitical scenario.

But Russia had several times more export losses from its own actions against Ukraine and
several dozens more losses caused by sanctions of Western countries, falling oil and gas prices,
investments in import substitutions, high military expenditure and cost of supporting occupied
territories. The largest damage was inflicted on energy sector, financial sector and defense in-
dustry. Devaluation of hryvnia and decreased wages in Ukraine have more negative effect on
Russian exports than preferential treatment under the AA, although in the middle-term period.
Worsening image of Russia is another negative effect for it, which is related to decreasing eco-
nomic links of Russia and the rest of the world.

In the West—Ukraine—Russia triangle Ukraine suffered from the largest relative losses (es-
pecially for exports of agricultural products, metals and machines to Russia). Uncontrolled ter-
ritories as the smallest economies are especially vulnerable. Thus benefits of better access to
the EU market, its financial aid and new export destinations has not been able to offset the mas-
sive pressure of Russia.

Russia, China and Germany had the largest absolute losses from shrinking of the Ukrainian
market; Belarus, Lithuania and Hungary — relatively their GDP. Germany, China and Ukraine had
the largest absolute losses from shrinking of the Russian market; Belarus, Lithuania and Ukraine
—relatively their GDP. The U.S. had the lowest losses among the large economies. Bulgaria and
Romania had more losses form shrinking of the Ukrainian market than of the Russian one. On
average countries lost 4 times more from shrinking of the Russian market than of the Ukrainian
one (but disproportionally much more in the Ukrainian market considering asymmetry in size
of Ukrainian and Russian economies). Shrinking of the Russian market inflicted damage mainly
on small economies. In the Ukrainian market the difference between the effects on small and
large economies was insignificant.

Ukraine suffered much more (relatively GDP) from bilateral disintegration than Russia,
however the absolute export losses are larger in Russia. But Russia’s relative losses from disin-
tegration with its main trade partners are larger than losses of Ukraine in the Russian market. Rel-
atively GDP Russia faced 3 times more damage than the U.S. and 13.5 times more than the EU,
despite that the EU had the largest losses among the Western countries.

Revival of investment activity of domestic and foreign enterprises is a crucial factor of
restoration of economic growth in Ukraine under development of integration and disintegration
processes. The AA should be treated as an important instrument of Ukraine’s integration into in-
ternational production networks, because tariff liberalization only will not provide large positive
effect for the national economy. Investors should be provided with the guarantee of territorial in-
tegrity, sovereignty and security of Ukraine. Unless it is guaranteed, there are serious risks for
participation of Ukrainian enterprises in international production networks, and thus efficient im-
plementation of the AA and DCFTA in particular can be questioned.

Settling the issue of territorial integrity of Ukraine and return to a non-confrontation in in-
ternational economic relations could provide benefits for all the affected countries thanks to eas-
ing tension in international relations, decreasing trade diversion and better integration prospects.
But it largely depends on the position of Russian Federation on supporting or de-escalation of
the conflict.

It is important for Ukraine to have a cross-membership in FTA with its main trade partners
including the EU and the CIS. In ideal scenario the EU-Ukraine AA could be a link between the
EU and the EAEU as a pilot project on the way to their cooperation and integration. In particu-
lar a moderately deep FTA between the EU and EAEU could decrease stakes in geopolitical and
geoeconomic struggle for Ukraine.
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Integration is also about values and institutions. There are two main models of social and
economic development in the region: European and Eurasian ones, and Ukraine had to make a
choice between them. By signing and implementing the AA instead of classical FTA Ukraine
made also a choice in favor of the European development model.

Abstract. Contemporary regulatory requirements and mechanisms which oriented to credit
risks abatement and assurance of financial sector functioning abroad are reviewed with partic-
ulars of their implementation in national banking sector.

As is demonstrated general reasons for new generation of regulatory measures of crisis re-
silience in financial sector are growned up from last global economy crisis which demonstrated
vulnarability of main credit institutions and their failure to absorb considerable financial mar-
ket fluctuations.

To improve financial systems stability is the main goal of measures and instruments pro-
posed by the international Basel committee on banking supervision as well as Directives and
Regulations of the European Union, which should be implemented at the national level.

Based on that last regulatory documents in this direction issued by national bank of Ukraine
which are based on main international documents mentioned above are reviewed.

In a generalised form statistical information on valuation and monitoring of most com-
monly used for collateral purposes types of assets is presented and discussed. Analyzed are main
difficulties faced by valuers during providing practical activity in this field.

The criteria that guided the Interna-
tional Monetary Fund and the World Bank to identify those developing countries which have the
right of access to preferential lending conditions are analyzed. It is proposed to divide all the
developing countries on: high-income emerging economies; middle-income frontier economies
and least developed countries.

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Abstract. Increased competition in global markets forces producers from different coun-
tries to resort to new forms of collaboration with their foreign partners. One of these forms
which are increasingly used by actors in international business is the international cooperation
as a special type of economic partnership. Its use allowed Germany to take the leading position
in the world economy, and therefore this experience is essential for further study.

An equally important aspect of modern international economic activity is the support of
business entities by relevant state institutions in world markets. As a rule, most of such tools of
the state support are related to the economic diplomacy which in the XXI century become an im-
portant factor in the success of the country and its business representatives abroad.

This article studies certain aspects of the economic diplomacy of Ukraine and defines its in-
terconnection with the use of the practice of international cooperation in the context of their
impact on the results of foreign economic activity of Ukraine. It allowed to lead and motivate
several proposals on improving the effectiveness of the economic diplomacy of Ukraine.

Key words: foreign economic activities, export, import, efficiency, international coopera-
tion, economic diplomacy.

The current problem. The foreign economic activity of enterprises and business structures
of Ukraine are intended to be an active part of the socio-economic development of the country
and raising of its international prestige. At that, integration of Ukrainian economy into the world
economy involves active participation in the modern international division of labour and tech-
nical exchange, global trade and multi-faceted cooperation with all countries and international
partners on a mutually beneficial basis. The key question here remains the problem of promot-
ing and defending of national economic interests. These goals can be achieved by a number of
factors which have managerial, organizational, operational, legal and financial nature. An im-
portant role here can play new unconventional forms and methods of organization and support
of foreign economic activities, including through the full use of the mechanisms of economic
diplomacy. Considerable untapped potential in this area for Ukraine contained in international
cooperation.

Brief literature review Various aspects of foreign economic activities in the field of trade
and investment partnership of countries, their participation in integration processes with the use
of a range of forms and methods of cooperation were considered in works of such scientists as
O. Bilorus, V. Budkin, 1. Burakovsky, A. Filippenko, 1. Gladij, T. Gordeeva, V. Heyets, T.
Kalchenko, A. Kredisov, V. Leontiev, D. Lukyanenko, Y. Makogon, A. Mazaraki, V. Novitsky,

The purpose of this article. However, virtually out of the spotlight of the Ukrainian sci-
entists remains such a segment of the foreign economic activity development as participation in
the international cooperation, the role of which increases significantly in conditions of escalat-
ing competition in a globalized world. The partition of spheres of influence and fulfil of their own
economic interests of players in international markets can occur either through mergers and ac-
quisitions, or through cooperation. In the latter case achieves the effect of turning a competitor
into a partner. In these processes the economic diplomacy can and should play an important
role.

The important research results. Indicators of foreign economic activity of Ukraine dur-
ing last years show the gradual formation of the new dynamics of export-import operations, as
well as the emergence of certain problems related to retention of positions in foreign markets.
As the gross domestic product of Ukraine significantly depends on the volume of exports of
goods and services, the efficiency of foreign trade do not lose their relevance. Moreover, the
impact of crisis factors on the participants of international markets, increased competition, de-
spite Ukraine’s membership in the WTO, new agreements for free trade areas enhance the need
for increased activity of national agents with foreign partners.

The current value of the foreign economic relations is reveal in the fact that they allow to
balance the economic and social development of both the country and individual enterprises and
business entities. Hereby it is very important to balance exports and imports of goods. How-
ever, it should be keep in view that even balanced exports and imports may not always indicate
the effectiveness of foreign trade operations, at least for one of the parties. Balance of exports
and imports by the currency between partner countries does not exclude that one of them will
be of great benefit, and another — less. Therefore, a special role here must be played by the eco-
nomic diplomacy tools, which enable and support cooperation between countries and their eco-
nomic entities on the basis of mutual interest and the maximum accounting of interests of the
sides.

Ukraine’s interests in relation to the partner countries in foreign trade primarily are charac-
terized by a geographical structure of exports and imports. Data regarding its dynamics over the
last 20 years are shown in table 1. Tuble 1

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The data of table 1 indicate export potential of Ukraine on the markets of the EU and CIS
countries (according to UNCTAD classification the last ones belong to "the countries with the
transition economy"). In connection with the signing of the Association Agreement between
Ukraine and the European Union, this trend will continue to develop. The table 2 reflects the per-
formance of external trade in goods of Ukraine in general and in particular with the European
Union. The dynamics of Ukrainian merchandise export showed growth from 2000 to 2013, but
in 2014 — 2015 due to certain reasons, there was a significant reduction both in general and with
the European Union. The ratio of coverage import by export in trade between Ukraine and the
EU since 2005 is below one. To complete the analysis of trade relations Ukraine with the EU is
necessary to make assessment of the situation from the position of the European Union.

As shows the analysis, the trade-economic relations between the EU and Ukraine, which
should serve as the basis for realization of country’s aspirations of European integration, are
characterized by a relatively low level of development. According to EU statistics, the share of
Ukraine in total import of the EU from third countries (so called "Extra-EU") in 2005 — 2015
ranged in diapason 0,7% — 0,8%, only in 2007 and in 2011 it reached 0.9% and in 2015 — 0.7%.
Hereby the volume of imports in 2015 was decreased by 7% relatively from previous year. The
share of EU exports to Ukraine in general volumes to third countries (Extra-EU) is gradually re-
duced from 1.9% in 2008 to 1.4% during 2011 — 2013, 1% in 2014 and 0.8% in 2015. The vol-
ume of European exports to Ukraine in 2014 decreased to the level of the previous year by
28.9%, and in 2015 — by 18%. Foreign trade balance EU trade with Ukraine is positive and its
value is ranged from 10 515 million Euros in 2008 to 9 222 million Euros in 2012, 3 262 mil-
lion Euros in 2014 and 1154 million Euros in 2015 [4].

As evidenced by domestic statistics, Ukraine had a negative balance of foreign trade with
EU countries in goods trade during 2004 —2015 (table. 2). Hereby its value as a percentage of
imports ranged from 15.7% in 2005 to 38% in 2013, 19.2% in 2014 and 15.1% in 2015. How-
ever, the decrease in the relative value of the negative balance in the last 2 years was not due to
the increase of exports, but due to more rapid decline of imports relatively to decline exports to

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Overall, positive dynamics of investment cooperation between Ukraine and the EU over the
period since 2003 has stalled in 2014-2015. If at the end of 2003 in Ukraine has been invested
by the European Union 3805,3 million U.S. dollars direct investment, that at the end of 2010 —
35225.2 million and at the end of 2013 — 44423,0 million, however, for 2014, the amount de-
creased by 8.8 billion, and for 2015 another 2.6 billion U.S. dollars. Thus, the direct investments
of the EU into the Ukrainian economy in 2014 — 2015 declined compared to their peak in 2013
on 25.6% [3].

The given actual data shows the weaknesses and focuses on core national interests of
Ukraine in trade and economic cooperation with the EU. Particularly they are, at first, the need
for a balanced foreign trade and reduce the negative balance, and at second, the need to restore
the positive dynamics in attracting to the national economy of direct investment from the EU,
including integration into European resource potential in the context of the implementation of
the "Investment plan for Europe".

Significant opportunities in ensuring of national economic interests in foreign trade and in-
vestment cooperation of Ukraine with European partners can receive a positive decision as a re-
sult of effective implementation of the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the
European Union (in Ukraine it ratified by Law Ne1678-VII dated 16.09.2014) [1]. As a guide to
action and the imperatives of the European Union in activities of authorized institutions and ac-
tors of economic diplomacy of Ukraine should be the basic positions and regulations of the
Agreement related to the economic cooperation. It is primarily the Title IV "Trade and trade-re-
lated matters", Title V "Economic and sector cooperation", Title VI "Financial cooperation, with
anti-fraud provisions" Title VII "Institutional, general and final provisions".

The commodity structure of exports also must be taken into account in the development of
complex of measures on overcoming of problematic situations in merchandise exports and pro-
viding the retention of positions in already developed foreign markets and identify opportuni-
ties for expansion. Table 3 summarizes data describing the specified structure.

As can see from table 3, over the last 20 years in the Ukrainian exports has significantly in-
creased the proportion of food products (from 19.0% to 30.7%) with a simultaneous decrease in
the share of industrial goods (from 66.4% to 53.6%).
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According to UNCTAD data, characteristic for Ukraine’s foreign trade is that the main prod-
uct groups in its exports are raw materials, or semimanufactures products made from ferrous met-

als (table 4).

As 49.9% of Ukrainian exports fall to the share of 10 given leading commodity positions
(2013 — 2014), it is advisable to pay attention to the ratio between price changes and the dy-
namics of the physical volume of exports by these commodity groups. Table 5 shows the in-
dices of average export prices and indices of physical volumes of commodity positions, which
are allocated to the statistics of UNCTAD (table 4) as the main commodity groups of Ukrainian
exports.

Opportunely it should note that such analytical comparisons, particularly in the modern eco-
nomic diplomacy of Ukraine, with some exceptions [Flissak A. A., 2005], are almost non-exis-
tent.

Draws attention to a significant difference in the indices of average export prices and vol-
umes by next merchandise groups: 2014 — cereals with 89.5% and 127.2% accordingly, flour-
grinding products with 90,0% and 102,9%, animal or plant fats and oils with 80.2% and 143,0%,
the ores, slags, ashes 86,4% 110,8%; in 2015 — cereal with 78.9% 117,3%, flour-grinding prod-
ucts with 80,1% 118,3%, animal or plant fats and oils with 83.4% 104,9%, the ores, slags, ashes
59,8% and 106.7%.

The index shows how change both average export prices for the goods and volumes of their
shipment to the buyers (importers). Significant difference in indices of the physical volume in-
dicates that export prices are reduced, and the physical volumes (physical indicators of export)
of products grow, that means that was sold more products at lower prices. The result is the shift
the accumulation of financial result from exporter to importer, and in the end, the Ukrainian
economy receive losses.

Real and effective direction of change of the situation can be considered the use by Ukraine
the advantages of international division of labor, which leads to the deepening in specialization
and concentration of production both in larger enterprises and in individual countries. This al-
lows to use the latest equipment and technology, to reduce the cost of production per unit of
output and to increase productivity. Referring to the necessity of intensification of activity of
Ukrainian business and the relevant government and diplomatic entities in relation to establish-
ing the participation of the Ukrainian side in international cooperation, primarily with EU coun-
tries.

It should be take into account the next fact. At the conclusion of agreements on specializa-
tion and cooperation with the aim of production concentration, can be developed two ways of
partnership. The first one is orientation of partners on simple transactions on exchange of com-
modities, efficiency from the cooperation of which will be fairly minor, and the partnership will
be short-lived or temporary. The second is the creation of modern systems of production and dis-
tribution of products, with specification of shares, obligations and benefits of each of the mem-
bers of the cooperation.

Currently, the Germany is the most effective user of advantages from international cooper-
ation and successful implementation of this model provides up to 48% of export via a coopera-
tive supplies that are based on long-term joint activities [2].

When determining tasks and directions of activity of the institutions of economic diplomacy
on the organization of participation of Ukrainian business in international cooperation it is im-
portant to consider proven in Germany components of the modern cooperative model of the
German economy:

* the first, the allocation determining factors for cooperation;

+ the second, the definition of the scope of cooperation;

+ the third, the grouping and analysis of the possible positive economic effects for future
cooperative activities;

* the fourth, the systematization of the possible risks that may be hiding by cooperating ac-
tivity of partners [Flissak K. A., 2009: 57].

In the exports activity, the use of the cooperative model offers significant benefits, among
which are the following ones: the ability to offer the most favorable prices for buyers and con-
sumers; the offer of additional products, goods and services; the opening and the conquest of new
external markets; win in attracting of new consumers and customers; undertaking the realization
of the complete and complex customer orders; retrenchment on advertising, sales activities and
logistics [9].
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We consider that the imperatives for economic diplomacy of Ukraine in the implementation
of the participation of national business entities in the international cooperation, primarily in
the markets of the European Union, are:

* define the goals of cooperation;

* the choice of partners in international cooperation;

» the choice of sectors and areas of activities;

* definition of tools of decision-making;

* the choice of forms of cooperation;

» consideration of influence of different factors, such as risks, benefits, attractiveness,
stimulation, state support, creation of framework conditions etc.;

* the use of mechanisms of state assistance and support;

» establishment of a coordination center of cooperation [Flissak K. A., 2009: 188].

Conclusions. With the purpose of defending national economic interests of Ukraine in for-
eign markets, overcome the negative trends in merchandise exports, hold positions in already de-
veloped foreign markets, identify opportunities for export expansion in new directions,
concentrate main national interests of Ukraine towards the EU there are advisable:

+ first, to develop a set of measures for the achievement of a more balanced foreign trade
with reducing its negative balance;

+ secondly, to introduce in practice activity of institutions of economic diplomacy perma-
nent monitoring of indices of average export prices and index of physical volumes of Ukrain-
ian merchandise exports to prevent displacement accumulation of a financial result from
Ukrainian exporters to foreign importers, and financial losses of the Ukrainian economys;

+ thirdly, attract the attention of Ukrainian scientists and practitioners in the sphere of for-
eign economic activities and institutions of economic diplomacy at expand and intensify par-
ticipation of Ukraine in international cooperation, taking into account the European experience
and existing requirements for build of effective models.
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
